(b) a new or amended tariff shall have been established in substitution
therefor, in accordance with the provisions of this Article;

(11) The aeronautical authorities of one contracting party may, with the
“Onsent of the aeronautical authorities of the other contracting party, at any
time require a designated airline or airlines to file a new or amended tariff
On the agreed services, and the provisions of this Article shall apply thereto as if

ArticLe VII

The aeronautical authorities of either contracting party shall supply to

aeronautical authorities of the other contracting party at its request such
odic or other statements of statistics as may be reasonably required for the
Purpose of reviewing the capacity provided in the agreed services by a designated
alrline or airlines of the first contracting party. Such statements shall include
a%l _information required to determine the amount of traffic carried by those
Arlines on the agreed services and the origins and destinations of such traffic.
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There shall be regular and frequent consultation between the aeronautical
'autho}'ities of the contracting parties to ensure close collaboration in all matters
affecting the fulfilment of the present Agreement.
