(b) It shall be capable of supporting in fresh water for 24 hours 7:5 kilo-
grammes of iron (equivalent to 16% pounds);

(¢) It shall be reversible.

2. A lifebuoy shall satisfy the following requirements:—

(a) It shall be of solid cork or any other équivalent material; ;
(b) It shall be capable of supporting in fresh water for 24 hours at lea#
14-5 kilogrammes (equivalent to 32 pounds) of iron.
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Life-buoys filled with rushes, cork shavings or granulated cork, or any Otgis

loose granulated material, or whose buoyancy depends upon air compartme
which require to be inflated, are prohibited.
