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in accordance with the rates set out in
Schedule A of the Pension Act for disabilities
and in accordance with the rates set out in
Schedule B of the Pension Act for death. In
respect of service, any part of which has been
rendered outside Canada, pension may be
awarded for disability or death incurred during
or attributable to service.

In respect of military service during the
war with the German reich which has been
wholly rendered in Canada on and after the
21st day of May, 1940, and no part of which
has been rendered in a theatre of actual war,
pensions are awarded to or in respect of
members of the forces who suffer disability in
accordance with the rates set out in Schedule
A of the Pension Act and in respect of
members of the forces who die, in accordance
with the rates set out in Schedule B of the
Pension Act, when the disability or death in
respect of which the application for pension
was made arose out of and was directly
connected with such military service.

In cases in the present war in which pension
cannot be awarded as above, but where the
applicant is seriously disabled, or dies, as a
result of a disability incurred during service,
and he or his dependents are in necessitous
circumstances, the commission may, in its
discretion, award such pension not exceeding
the rates payable under Schedule A or B to
this act as it may from time to time deem to
be adequate in the circumstances.

4. Formal or personal application for pen-
sion has been made in a very limited number
of cases and, of these, no statistical record is
kept. Such formal application, however, is
not awaited by the Canadian pension com-
mission, but every member of the forces who
is discharged as medically unfit is considered
by the commission to be an applicant for
pension. Since the outbreak of the present
war; the commission has considered 38,370
such cases. In 6,601 cases, entitlement has
been granted.
