F'ARM WORKERS IN ESSENTIAL INDUSTRIES

Mr. McIVOR:
In the recruiting campaign organized last f alI

to encourage farin workers ta accept winter
employment in other essential industriea, what
was done, (a) ta prevent men leaving liye stock
and dairy foarma where they were needecl during
the winter; (b) ta ensure that ahl f arm workera
would return ta agriculture in time for spring
work?

Mr. MARTIN: (a) In the campaign con-
ducted last faîl ta encourage farm workers
who could leave the farins for the winter,
ta accept employment in other essential. indus-
tries specific steps were taken ta see that
only those jeft who could he spared. This
recruiting was carried out in cooperation with
provincial agricultural. fleldmen and local
committees. Local employment and selective
service offices were asked ta clear with these
provincial people as ta whether farin workers
for whom permits were being requested cauld
be spared from. their farine, hefore issuing
these permits ta work outeide of ,agriculture.

We recognize that this pracedure did riat
prevent saine from leaving agriculture who
should have remained, but during the past
winter hundreds of farm, workers who would
like ta have left the farms for the winter,
were prevented because it was learned 'that
they wcre needed on the farina the year
round.

(b) All permits issued ta farm workers
recruited in the campaigu were marked ta
expire April 1. It was agreed with the
provinces that this date might be extended
for those farin workers froin areas where
spring work might be backward owing ta
weather conditions. Regional superinten-
dents have now been sent general instructions
regarièting the developinent of procedure in
their respective regions for a systematic can-
celling of these permits when men are needed
back in agriculture. They have been asked
ta consult with provincial agricultural authori-
tics as ta the dates when inen should be back
in specific areas. Action will then be taken
ta cancel the permits of f arm. workers so
that they will be released from their tem-
porary employment ta return ta the farms on
those dates. Definite instructions are being
issued ta local employment offices for a
rigorous checking ta see that farm, workers
are released on the dates when permits are
cancelled. Provincial governinent representa-
tives are being asked ta advise when men
return ta agriculture in the areas from. whioh
they were recruited. This will act as a double
check on men getting hack ta the farina.
