Hon. E. D. Fulton (Minister of Justice): Mr.
Speaker, the documents asked for are clearly
documents which were obtained by or pre-
pared for the director for the purposes of an
inquiry which parliament has provided, under
the Combines Investigation Act, should be
held in private. As I explained last week on
May 3 and 4, these documents form the basis
for the statement of material prepared by the
director, which statement, together with the
documents, is now before the commission.
The commission’s report will be made in due
course and will contain reference to such of
the documents as the commission deems ap-
propriate, and that report will be made public.
