Hon. C. M. Drury (Minister of Indusiry):
1. Twelve employees of the Canadian govern-
ment printing bureau are members of a small
investment syndicate (which has a total of
21 members), to which each member makes
monthly contributions. Syndicate funds are
invested in second mortgages, stocks, and real
estate, and include a three fifths (2) interest
in a commercial printing firm, Imprimerie
Gasparo Ltée, Hull, Quebec. Three of the
employees serve as directors of the company,
but otherwise none is actively engaged in the
operations of the firm. The names of the
