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It is of greet importanece that the Members of the Leeague should
mgke clear to Japan the seriousness with which they view the
situation,. For this purpose they should be prepared to withdraw the
chiefs of their diplomatic missions from Tokyo and to exert concerted
economic¢ pressure by such a measure as the general refusal to accept
imports from Japan, The need for Ameriecan co-operation in collective
action on these lines would be essentiel to its success.

In the meantime efforts should be continued to secure agreement
between the parties on the lines of the Lytton Report. We should
also do everything we cean to assist internetional co=-operation in
Chinese reconstruction,

It was moved by Mr, McNulty, seconded by Mrs, Lyons and
carried that copies of the statement be made and sent forward to
the Government with the approval of this meeting.
