GENTLEMEN—

, It is with great satisfaction that I have observed subscribed to the Address which 1 have just re­
ceived from the Township of Pickering, the names of nearly forty individuals who are known to have been violent 
reformers ; for the fact corroborates the evidence 1 am hourly receiving, that all classes and conditions of men in 
Upper Canada, are joining hand in hand for the peaceful welfare of their country.

I must however, reluctantly observe, that there are sentences in your Address, in which you have explained 
your feelings in language stronger, than it was advisable to utter.

Your hearts cannot be too warm in attachment to your country, but it is by cool arguments and reason that 
we must determine nobly to attain our object.

Gentlemen.—It has long been declared by the few self-interested individuals, who are still endeavouring’to 
mislead you, that cheap Government can never be obtained in this Province, because its Lieutenant Governor 
comes from the Mother Country, which is 4000 miles off.
