PYassengers Took Their Time.
Mr. Thomas Allen of London, a passen-
ger on the Paris, who was on his way to
New York, said: “I was in bed when the
aceldent I'mppened. I heard a grating
sound and then several hard thumps on the
rocks shook the ship., The vessel then
seemed to stop dead. A few minutes later
I heard some one calling, ‘All hands on
deck.’ 1 roused my chum, who was still
asleep, and we went on deck. We were
told to secure our life belts, and we re-
turned below and got them. We were not
allowed to return to the deck at that time,
All were kept walting below. At the first
summons a few of the passengers appeared
in thefr night clothes, but, as soon as they
discovered that there was no danger, they
returned to thelr rooms and made them-
selves ready to leave the lhlg. The pas-
sengers all behaved In the best possible
mauner, There was no screaming on the
part of the women, and the most perfect
order was maintained, We were kept
walting below for an hour. Coffee and
biscults were served out, and then we ¢n-
tered the ship’s boats, dtenm tugs brought

us to Falmouth.”

Among the passengers of the Paris were
many poor female emigrants, mostly for-
eigners, All have been safely housed in
the Sallors’ Home here,
