A cynical eritic might well remark upon
the disparity In size between the Fine Art
Gallery of the Exhibition and the buildings
devoted to the creation and pursuit of the
almighty dollar. It suggests none too flat-
tering an idea of the position of the Do-
minlon in the aesthetic world. Nor would
that opinjon be modified when it is recalled
that Canada has indeed proved a veritable
Lady of the Snows to most of her gifted
painter sons. They have joyfully shaken
the dust off their feet against ner, and
gought a more congenial atmoesphere and a
warmer reception in the Old World. And
all the more honor to those who strive to
cultivate the muse of painting in a sterile
and Indifferent field.

It would be too much to expect in these

a truly national school of art. The race for
riches is too keen and strenuous to permit
of the leisure, the culture, the restfulness
and love of the beautiful, without which
the artistic spir't blossoms ounly to wither
or lose itself in nder;ng to a vulgar and
ostentatious dllp{:’_‘.
