That nine thousand
pounds of ore did not fall during a
thunder shower. There is more where
it canie from and activity on surround-
ing claims indicates the acceptance of
this belief.

A few miiles farther west baeck:from
the south shore of the Montreal River
is a great lead of metdllic silver eleven

inches in width and stripped for hun-

dreds of feet. It .is the famous Taylor
discovery and the talk of the whole
mining country. On the surface show-
irg -a quarter of a million dollars was
offered for the property. Can anyone
believe that the Tayior vein is the last
word in the Spring Creek locality?
Procesding west to the Montreal
River fields the recent discoveries have
been important and heilf a dozen prop-
perties are rounding into line as ship-
pers.
