man is a delicious dk>B, skilfully wound 
up. She ie trained to attract the hiue- 
band dhe often merely entertains, and her 
brilliant appearance frequently disguises 
an absolutely superficial education. Her 
huebamd is happy if he finds in her no 
secret learning toward strong waters."

Thde ie the impression with which the 
dietinguwbed Frenchman, Georges Mor­
eau, returning from a sojourp in the Unit­
ed States, hae favored his countrymen. 
Apparently completely disillusioned, ne has 
written a ecathing treatise on “the land 
of the free."

Moreau declares that M the Americans 
have formed a eort of conspiracy to blind 
the eyes of the tourist. The etranger, lie 
says, is scarcely landed before he is sought 
out by opulent magnates, who overwhelm 
him with invitations to entertainments of 
such a lavish splendor as to make his 
Ihead swim. Everywhere he sees only 
wealth and luxury and is given no oppor­
tunity -to study the reality. His only re­
source is to go away charmed. The me­
mory that remains to him is like a golden 
dream.

Moreau himself had this experience^ 
and carefully refrained from writing his 
book until he could return by stealth, 

in contact with the people and 
know things as they

On this second visit, he declares, his 
eyes were opened. He discovered that the 
scenery of the United States cannot hold 
a candle to that of France, that the 
much-vaunted American trains do not 
make as quick time as thoâe on the 1 Tench 
railroads, and that even the stupendous 
bridges, whose bold outlines have so As­
tounded Europeans, I are essentially lack­
ing in solidity and inimical to safety.

Industrial Mfe in America, Moreau re­
gards, as slipshod. There is no steady ad­
vance. Progress goes by leaps and bounds. 
In all lines speed is the great demand, 
and this desire for rapidity cuts out every 
consideration. All elegance is sacrificed 
to it, and industry has no kinship with 
art. It is the standard of the common­
place.

As to the homes, the French writer ad­
mits that many express taste, and their 
sumptuous, fittings are often well-chosen. 
He expends some §51 tire on the millionaire 
art-coilectons, who, he says, proud/ dis­
play picture galleries superior to famous 
•European, museums, but, he adds, it is 
their agents -who have bought the master­
pieces, and the owners rarely have looked 
at the marvels of human genius that hang 
upon their walls.
