of things : in a word, philosophy is the under-
standing and the explanation of all things;
‘*it is the sovereign science, made to govern
all others, because it is that which knows why
each thing is done.” . 1t is the exposition of
science ; it does for science what hermeneu-
tics does for language.

The field or empire of philosophy is im-
mense : in fact, it is universal. It is coex-
tensive with the field of human knowledge.
As it 1s the province of geology to consider
the nature and formation of the various strata
which compose the whole globe, from the sur-
face to the centre, so it is the part of philoso-
phy to investigate and explain the whole uni-
verse of thought. Religion has its philosophy,
poetry has its philosophy, and there is the
philosophy of history. T'here is no branch of

_human knowledge which is not embraced in

the empire of philosophy. Its relations with
the other departments of knowledge are inti-
mate ; they supply the materials with which
it works.

Looking at it then in this extended view,
the history of philosophy becomes an interest-
ing one. It takes us back to a period when
man was placed upon the earth, ignorant of
his own nature, and without experience to
guide bim. It shows us that as soon as he
began to reflect upon the phenomena of nature,
and the laws which governed his own being,

philosophy was born. It then leads us through | ; b
: jate the farmer vocation when a fuller and
the mazes, of forgnlu‘n centuries, and we see/

the birth of science afier science, the develop-
ment after development of thought; we see
how the light of philosophy gradually spread
its says over the world, unul we arrive at our
own time, when its lamp is burning with sull
greater brilliancy.

Philosophy may Le divided into three great
departments— Metaphysies, Physics, and Eth-
ics. The first treats of mind, as distinet from
matter. The second comprises all investiga-
tions concerning natural objects.  ‘The third
looks at human actions in the light of duty.

Natural philosopy is of a comparatively
late date. The ancients, it is true, were ac-
quainted with some of the laws which govern-
ed the material universe, but of the science
as it now is, they may be said to have been
ignorant,

Ethics, as a branch of human inquiry, has
always had an existence, and every philoso-
pher had his own system of morals; but with-
out the light of revelation, their speculations
were vague.

T'he word Metaphysis, in its absolute sense,
covers a large ground, but we 'shall take it
here in its lunited meaning ; that is, to
denote inquiries concerning the human mind.
The Chaldeans, the Brahwmins of India, and
the Egyptians, all claimed to be the people
among whom the philosophy which afterwards
spread over the whole world originated. How-
ever this may be, it is certain that the Egyp-
tians were of great antiquity, and that philo-
sophy received an early development am\-.ngl
them. T1he Greeks ascribed their knowledge |
to them ; 'and we are told by Herodotus, a
Grecian historian that the Egyptians were the
first to broach the ideas of the pre-existence,
immortality, and transmigration of the soul.

Philosophy emigrated  from Egypt into
Greece. Here, what had hitherto been a
commingled mass of religious mysteries, su-
perctition, and undefined philosophic specula-
tion, was soon separated from the dross which
had so long encumbered it, and philosophy
was reduced to a system.  ‘T'he sixth century
before Christ gave birth to Thales and Pyth-
agoras. T'o them is to be ascribed not only
the Grecian, but also all the philosophy which
obtained in Eurcpe until the time of Bacon.

The term Philosopher was first used by the |
Pythagoreans. Thales was the founder of the !
lonic school. Pythagoras was the leader of
the Italic. Greek philosophers were after-
wards divided into numerous sects; but they
all sprang from these two schools.. Of these
various sects we may mention the Socratic,
founded by Socrates, whose system of morals
was probably the most perfect of all the anci-
ents, and who, perhaps, had access to the
writings of the prophets: the Megaric, of
which Euclid was the leader, the Academic,
instituted by Plato, who occupies an impor-‘l
tant place in the annals of philosophic investi-
gation ; the Peripatetic, whose founder was|
Aristotle. another eminent philosopher; the
Cynic, to which Diogenes belonged ; the Sto-
ic, and the Epicurean.

The great characteristic point in the Greek
philosophy was the classification of all things
under ten heads, called categories. These
categories, they said, comprehended every |
science and every subject of thought. They |
were—Substance, Quality, Quantity, Rela-|
tion, Action, Passion, When, Where, Situa-
tion, and Clothing.

This system of philosophy spread over the
whole world, and prevailed through the Scho-
lastic Age. During the revival of letters, the |
spirit of investigation afier truth seemed to be]
simultaneously awakened throughout Europe. |
The beginning of the seventeeth century was |
the era of the fathers of modern philosophy. \

Ever since the days of Plato and Arnistotle,
there have been two distinct modes of philo-
sophizing—the Evpiricar, and the Meraruy-
SICAL or rational. Aristotle was the author
of the empirical, and Plato of the metaphysi-
cal. The former taught that man is born
without knowledge, and that whatever know-
ledge he does obtain is from the eternal world,
through the medium of the senses. The lat-
ter class confessed that we acquire knowledge
from without, but said that the knowledge
thus obtained is only the acquisition of the
UNDERSTANDING, by means of sensation anc
experience ;, and that there is a higher facul-
ty of the mind, called Reason, which is able
to obtain knowledge by intuition, and by its
own operations. They also said that this
knowledge is more certain and universal than
the other. Some of this school went even
farther, and maintained that the human mind
has certain connate or innate ideas, and that
these are to be regarded as the first principles
of knowledye.

The difference between these two schools
may be illustrated by the mathematical propo-
sition, that the asymptote of an hyberbole, the
farther it is produced, approaches nearer the
curve, but will never actually incetit. By
demonstration directed to reasoN, we are s
convinced of this as to have no doubr; but
by the EMPIRICAL or experimeutal method, we
could never artive at such a knowledge,

We have here told what philosophy is: we
have shown what is its empire, and what are
its relations to the other departments of know-
ledge. “We have taken a cursory view of iis
origin and development, tracing its course to

Heading Cebbages in the Winter.

A friend aud correspondent complains of
us, that his cabbages do not manifest any dis-
position to form close and compact heads;
and enquires what he shall do with them.

We would advise him to let them stand the
usual time, and if they are not sufficiently
formed then, to give them a chance to head
during the winter, by adopting the following
plan:—

Dig a trench on the side of a hill, say a foot
wide and two deep. Let it slope down hill
sufficiently to drain off any water that may
chance to find its way in.

Put a layer of straw on the bottom. Pull
thé cabbages up by the roots, close the leaves
together, and place them in the trench, head
down and roots up. Place some straw be-
tween them and the sides of the trench.
Then take a couple of boards and set
themn over the trench so as to form a
roof, and cover the whole over with earth. In
this way we have caused cabbages to form
good heads during the winter, and take them
out for use in the spring; by putting them
down roots up, you prevent any dirt from get-
ting in among the leaves. . If the water gets
in and stands among them, they will be in
danger of rotting.— Maine Farmer.

Sowing Garden Seeds in Autumn.

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The practice of sowing the seeds of hardy
vegetables for early spring use, at such a time
of the year that they shall make considerable
growth before winter, has been practised with
great success by some %nrdeners, particular-
ly for lettuce, early cabbages, spinuch, See.
Much of the success of some these vegetables
consists in getting sufficiently good and vigo-
rous growth before winter.  But it often hap-
pens that the soil is suffering from the severe
autumn droughts at the best time for sowing.
J.Towers, a skilful English gardener, pur-
sues the following method, which, if ‘found
useful in that humid climate, would doubtless
be of much advantage under our parching
sun. He first thoroughly soaks with a fine
rose watering pot the entire space to be seed-
ed; this is done at sunset, and the surface
covered with mats all night, and until late the
next afternoon, when the watering and cover-
ing is again repeated, and so on for three suc-
cessive days. By this time the soil is brought
to a fine, friable, quite moist condition, when
the drills are drawn, a watering given along
each, the seed then sown and covered with the
screened earth. Every good seed will grow
without failure, and with no appearance of
unevenness so common with dry weather sow-
ing. Superficial watering, as is commonly
practised at this season, is perfectly futile,
soaking the seed merely will be of little use.
