The shipment. was in- the
form of 10,000 one-hundred-pound crates.

“The potatoes were all grown on the
Delta between Ladner and Cloverdale
and it is a wery creditable shipment,”

“There will be no
danger whatever of the province losing
Its reputation abroad regarding the po-
tatoes exported.”

The potatoes were consigned to the
Pacific Commercial Co., Manila, by Hay-
ward & Scott of Vancouver.
