Dear sir—I have the honor to acknow-
ledge your letter of March 22, and the re-
markable list appended to it, of those
distingunished citizens of the United
States who have testified, through the
memorial you mention, their interest in
the condition of Ireland and their desire
for the just and reasonable acknowledge-
ment of her national claims and aspir-
ations.

1 rejoice not only to think,but to know,
that in the wide confines of the race to
which we all belong, there is an over-
whelming preponderance of sentiment
in favor of that acknowledgement.

At home this judgment has been con-
stitutionally recorded by Ireland herself,
by Scotland and by ‘Wales, the represent-
tatives of all three being in favor of
home rule by a majority of three or four
to one, and founding our opinions on the
evidence of the elections in England
which have taken place since the general
election of 1886, we firmly believe that
England herself, were opportunity now
afforded her, by dissolution, would record
her verdict decisively in accord with
those of the other portions of the United
Kingdom and of the Anglo-Saxon race at
large.

Encouraged by these indications at
home and abroad and by the wise advice
of their representatives in parliament
an Irish people show an indisposition to
crime and outrage not less remarkable
than their determination to carry for-
ward their cause to its successful con-
summation, now retarded by the vote of
men who do not represent the real sen-
timents of this country.

1t is a further satisfaction to me to in-
clude in this acknowledgment the local,
but authoritative manifestations from
America, only less remakable than what
has proceeded from other centres and
has had the illustrious sanction of the
President himself.

This very day I have received a com-
munication in the same spirit with yours
from the Legislature of Nebraska, one
farther indication of the sentiment and
desire which prevailed throughout the
vast domain of the United States. Final-
ly. 1 rejoice to be put in possession ot such
declarations at a moment when your
great country is about to celebrate on the
30th inst., the Centennial Anniversary of
Innu%uration of George Washington as
the first president of the American
Commonwealth. I have been recuested
from Chicago and elsewhere to intimate
an assurance of my participation in yonr
national joy.

DISASTROUS FOREST FIRE.

THOUSANDS OF ACRES BURNED
OVFER NEAR HOLYOKE, MASS.

Farmers Fight the Fire ail Day—Weavy
Losses In Wisconsin.

Horvoks, April 21. A fire that destroy-
ed a large amount of valuable woodland
property started from some embers that
were emptied among the brush on the
outskirts of this city at4 o'clock this
afternoon. The wind was blowing a furi-
ous gale at the time and fanned the em-
bers into flames, which were communi-
cated to the woods near by. Before any
one noticed the fire it was beyond ccntrol,
The high northwest wind carried it from
tree to tree with great rapidity. The
farmers turned out in great numbers
and fought the flames, but for
hours their efforts were unavailing.
Thousands of acres of valuable timber
lan{ were burned over before the fire
was finally gotunder control at midnight
near the Ludlow boundary, four miles
from where it started. It had laid waste
a territory four miles long and from 100
to 400 yards wide. Luckily, there were
bnt a few houses in its path, and only
one was burned-that of a man named
Squire. Three other houses had narrow
escapes, but were saved by the efforts of
50 to 60 men, who formed around them,
The loss cannot be ascertained tonight,
but it will amount to many thousands
Among the heaviest losers are Royal
Briton and Gaylord Bros., of South
Hadley,who had large quantities of cord-
wood destroyed. There were many
narrow escapes from serious personal
injury during the progress of the fire. A
man was driving along in a forest road
in a waggon with three children when
the fire swept down upon him. He put
the children under the wagon blanket,
and they escaped unharmed, but he was
badly burned. The fire was not sab-
dued until the wind had died ont. It had
blown so furious that a great deal of
damage aside from the fire was done.
Trees were uprooted and all the telegraph
wires in this vicinity are down.

Twenty Dwellings Barned.

Depere, Wis., April 21.—The Meisen-
winkle Wooden Ware Company’s factory
in West Depere was burned last evening
with the sheds, containing staves and
stock. A heavy wind carried sparks to
neighboring houses, making the largest
fire ever seen in this city. Twenty
dwellings were burned. The total loss
on the dwellings and contents will pro-
bly amount to $200,000 or more,
one-quarter of which is covered by insur-
ance. The Meisenwinkle works, where
the fire originated, have a loss of about
$120,000, with an insurance of $50,000.
When the fire started the Green Bay fire
engine was sent for, and arrived shortly
afterward. The Green Bay and Depere
steamers were set in the middle of the
burning district, and were doing good
work, when the wind suddenly changed,
and hemmed the engines in. The fire-
