The Amended Tariff Bill.

Washington, D. C., March 20.—The
tariff bill in its latest form was laid be-
fore the bil] committee this morning. The
changes are these . Duties on collars ani
cuffs increased from 45 to 55 per cent ad
valorem. - The only addition to the free
list are horn strips and tips and cocoa-
nuts. - Section 105 with regard to the ab-
rogation of the treaty of 1875 with Ha-
waii $has been struck out. The sugar
schedule is as follows: - All sugare test-
ing not above 80 degrees, 1 per cent.,
1-100ths additional for each degree up
to 90, and 2-100ths up to 98. Whiskey,
iron' ore, coal; lead ore and opium are un-
changed. The reciprocity sections of the
McKinley act, sections 3, 15 and 18, are
repealed and all agreements with foreign
governments under these sections are ahb-
rogated. ‘The most important change in
the administration feature of the bill is
the striking out of the words “highest du-
ty'" as found in the house bill, and regn-
lating the rates of duty on all goods com-
ing under the similitude clause, substitut
ing therefore the words “lowest duty.”
