Never were wholesale misrepresen­
tations so rife.

Diametrically opposite to the practice 
in the free-speaking American repub­
lic, there was in Innumerable meetings 
a brutal and tyrannical refusal to hear 
what the candidates had to say. There 
was a generl spirit aroused of hatred 
and malice, and an appeal to ignor­
ance, exaggeration, and intolerance.

Such a • deplorable exhibition can 
only be palliated by the untenable ex­
cuse that a general election Is mad­
men's holiday. It discloses a state of 
mind in this country for which we, as 
a Christian nation, whatever our poli­
tics may be, should feel profoundly 
humiliated. For when we think of all 
the efforts of Christianity to plant in 
men’s hearts the true spirit of God’s 
divine message in the Gospel, the sight 
of all this at so crucial a time is 
grievously disheartening.

The country might, the archbishop 
added, have expected some little savor 
of Christian forbearance and kindness 
throughout these roaring, turbulent, 
and repulsive weeks. Experience dur­
ing the melancholy month of January 
had been painfully disappointing.
