LICENSES ARE
BEING TESTED

.

FIRST HEARING IN
THE POLICE COURT

Three Hours Spentiiﬁ Futile Argu-
ment Among Counsel--Ad-
journed Untii Monday.

Personalities and heated argument
were ‘the chief characteristics of the
opening hearing ‘in ‘the test cases
brought by the city against George
Gosnell and Charles Tulk, the respec-
tive owners of the Western and Hall
saloons, charging them with selling
liquor without a license. Nearly three
hours were spent by the opposing coun-
sel in arguing about the admission of
evidence by the prosecution on the
grounds of relevancy, the defence
claiming that the prosecution .should
first justify its admission before having
it ‘set on record, while the prosecution
claimed that the-testimony in question
was absolutely necessary to open the
case. Magistrate Hall finally ruled that
the evidence was admissable, the de-
fence entering a formal objection and,
upon the taking of the evidence, the
case was adjourned until Monday.

During the argument personalities
were very frequent between counsel.

Mr. Mann represented the city, while
the defence was in the hands of Frank
Higgins and G. H. Barnard. In open-
ing, Mr. Mann said that the prosecu-
tion was a curious one inasmuch as the
defendant was charged with selling
without a license whilst he had been is-
sued a license, or at least a document
purporting to be a license, by the city
treasurer. The ecity treasurer had is-
sued the license under the direction of
the board of licensing commissioners, to
whose instructions he was subservient.
The facts of the case, as-he would
show by evidence, were that, in the
case of Mr. Tulk, whose case he would
take first, the defendant had been noti-
filed to comply with the civic liquor li-
cense by-law by making his premises
conform to the provisions of that meas-
ure. The chief of police had made an
examination of the saloon and had re-
ported that it did not comply with the
by-law inasmuch as it was impossible
to have a clear view of the bar from
the outside. He would read the chief’s
report.

Mr. Higgins objected, claiming that
Mr. Mann was endeavoring to put 4n
evidence before the case was com-

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menced. Mr. Higgins proceeded to clte
law to the magistrate upon this point,
when the latter pointed out that Mr.
Higgins’ remarks were not in order.

‘“Yes, you are out of order,” interpo-
lated Mr. Mann, ‘“sit down, please.”

Mr. Higgins proceeded to argue that
the introduction of the report would be
irrelevant, when Mr. Mann again asked
him to sit down. “I wonder that the
court allows you to carry on so, Mr.
Higgins. You ought to be ashamed of
yourself,” was the city solicitor’s com-
ment. d {

Magistrate Hall over-ruled the objec-
tion. Mr. Mann then read the report,
which showed that the saloon had three
entrances, instead of one, and that it
did not comply with the regulations In
a number of other particulars. In con-
sequence of this fallure to comply, he
said, a notice was served on Mr. Tulk
to apply at the meeting of the license
commissioners, held in July, and theé
!icensee appeared. The license commlis-
sioners did not hear the complaint
against the saloon, but granted all the
renewals without inquiry. Mr. Mann
claimed that the license was therefore
illegally renewed, and was, by virtue of
the municipal clauses act, null and
void. He announced that the council
intended te take the matter to the up-
per court and would ask the magistrate
to state a case when the hearing was
concluded. He had only flve witnesses
to call.

Mr. Mann then called G. W. Fox, a
Vancouver police constable, to the wit-
ness stand. He sald that he would ex-
.amine the witness in regard to the In-
ternal arrangements of the HAall sa-
fon when the witness last visited it,

The defence objected strenuously to
this being done. Mr. Barnard said the
whole fight, as far as the present case
was concerned, was on this point, He
claimed that the introduction of such
evidence was not doing justice to the
defence*as it would go on record and
be sent to the upper court when the
casé was stated. He cited, in support
of his contention, the clause of the
Municipal Clauses Act dealing with
this point. He claimed that there was
nothing in the city’s by-law which
provided that a license should not be
granted because the licensee hHad not
complied with the by-law. The licens-
ing court alone had jurisdiction in re-
spect to adjudicating on the Ilicenses
and it must be proved that the by-law
has been infracted before the commis-
sioners can refuse a renewal. Before
Mr. Mann could introduce this evidence
he must first prove that it was reve-
lent.

For over an hour counsel argued
upon this pojnt, Mr. “Higgins also tak-
ing up the cudgels. He claimed that
the board’'s functions could not be
usurped by the magistrate,

Magistrate Hall said that he over-
ruled the objection. Jt was premature
for him to 'say whether the evidence
which Mr. Mann offered to produce
was relevent or not.

Mr. Mann said that the board of li-
censing commissioners had committed
a-breach of its duty in neglecting, or
even worse, refusing to inquire into
the liquor cases brought before them
at the last meeting.

Mr. Barnard—If the council would
spend more money on water and less
on whiskey’—

Mr. Mann—That comes very badly
from you, Mr. Barnard.

Magistrate Hall—-This is not a discus-
sion of the council merits and de-
merits Mr. Barnard. :

-Mr. Higgins continued to spgak on
the point, altheugh the ruling had
been given. “We request you, Your
Honor,” he said, ‘“to observe the or-
dinary rules of evidence’—

“Which are,” interpolated the magis-
trate, “that I do not decide a case until
I have heard the evidence.”

“Then I say, if you admit this evi-
dence,” replied Mr. Higgins, ‘“that you
are improperly usurping the functions
of the licensing board.”

“Don’t threaten the court,’” remarked
Mr. Mann to Mr. Higgins.

After a considerable amount of dis-
cussion the defence entered a .formal
objection to the magistrate’s ruling on
the ground that the evidence to be
taken was irrelevant.

Constable Fox then deposed to going
into the saloon with Constable McDon-
ald and purchasing drink. There were
several other men drinking in the bar
at 'the time.

Mr. Barnard asked for an adjourn-
ment until two weeks from Monday,
but Mr. Mann stated that he had in-
structions from the council to oppose
this adjournment. Finally, after a
considerable amount of acrimonious
argument had taker nlace. the case
was laid over until Monday arternoen.

DEATHS FROM
BUBONIC PLAGUE

OUTBREAK .REPORTED
IN SAN FRANCISCO

Steps Are Being Taken to Stamp
Out Disease--Campaign
Against Rats.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 17.—Bubonic
plague has broken out in San Fran-
cisco, and already deaths: have result-
ed from it. The first intimation of the
plague was received on Thursday from
San Francisco by the marine hospital
service. The telegram read:

“Three cases and death from plagne
in San Francisco. Diagnosis made
clinically and by stained smears from
epleen . and glands. No reasonable
doubt "as ‘to certainty of diganosis of
cases seen and verified by Long, in
conjunction with health officials., Cases
were found within two blocks of old
Chinatown.”

On receipt of this information in-
structions were sent to Surgeon’ Austin
to confer with the state and local au-
thorities and make a full report on the
measures adopted for the eradiation of
the plague. Surgeon Austin telegraph-
ed that two forei had been discovered,
that the local board had disinfected the
building and proposed a campaign
against rats. He said that the deaths
in the city had been verified, and that
a general disinfection of suspected dis-
tricts would begin. He asked for the
assistance of two officers as medical in-
spectors and one as a bacteriologist in
the state laboratory.
