Matriculation.

The first examination for Matriculation into the College of Liberal
Arts will be held in McMaster Hall and in Woodstock College June
6, 1890. The subjects for examination will be the same as those
in Toronto University. Candidates will also be admitted to the
Arts Course on presentation of certificates from their Head Masters
in High Schools, or Principals in Collegiate Institutes, of having
successfully completed the work prescribed for matriculation, or
upon presentation of certificates of matriculation into any Univer-
sity of recognized standing, together with satisfactory certificates of
good moral character. Blank forms of certificates of literary
standing will be supplied on application to Chancellor MacVicar,
30 Avenue Road, Toronto. Candidates holding teachers’ Provincial
certificates will be required to undergo examination only upon
those subjects which are not included in the examination for such
certificates. The subjects for examination are as follows :
