1t all started about five yeéars ago.
At that time there were two friends,
Manda and Lecat, who lived quletly in
one of the suburbs of Paris.

Then came a lady—the
“Casque d'Or.”

At first her love was bestowed upon
Lecat, but, as the poet has said, “fre-
quently does woman vary” and one
fine morning the unstable “Casque
d’Or” suddenly discovered that it was
Manda whom she loved—and told him

This displeased and humiliated Le-
cat, and a quarrel resulted between the
two former friends. Gathering a few
companions, Lecat fell upon the un-
suspecting Manda, and gave him, in
plain American, a good licking.

Manda swore revenge. Soon he had
gathered some partisans, and thus, at
the head of the two little armies, the
generals met one night in the '‘Quar-
tier des Halles.” They fought with
knives. Men fell on both sides, and
among them was Manda. Still the
bloodthirsty Lecat was not satisfied
with that punishment of his rival. Hav-
ing learned the day upon which Manda
would leave the hospital, where his
wounds had kept him, Lecat, in broad
daylight, and in one of the most
crowded streets of Paris, ‘sprang into
the cab which was carrying Manda,
and stabbed him to death.

This was a signal of war to the last.
A_man called “Le Manchot” took the
place of his deceased leader, and for
several weeks Paris witnessed battles
in its streets. \

In this way arose the first public per-
formance of these gentlemen-of-the
knife. A newspaper man nicknamed
them the ‘‘Apaches,” and the name has
remained.

Soon other bands were organized

upon the plan of these two, and at the
present time almost every .quarter of
Paris holds one-of them.
- If the Apaches limited their activity
to fights among themselves, the evil
would not be so great. But, like the
Hooligans of London, they spend their
intervals .of fighting in combining
against the peaceful citizen.

AN “APACHE” HOLD-UP.

In Paris they have not the American
“hold-up-man,” but the Apache ac-
compliShes the -same. end in his own
special way. The methad i@ known as
“le coup-du ferFrancols.” The Apache

a way that: he is absolutely helpless.
There are always at least two men
working together, and, after they have’
gone through: the victim’s pockets, they
beat him. senseless and  stiek _their
knives.into him for fun. They seem to

daylight is to invite as great danger
as would a journey through an unex-
plored African ferest.

FEAR OF THEIR OWN TRIBUNALS

It is their own tribunals, much more
than the French justice, that the "Ap-
aches fear.

Lately an Apache was brought be-
fore onc of these bandit tribunals. The
man was an ex—convict named Pain-
blanc. The accusation was that Pain-
blanc was affiliated with the French
police. The court assembled in a bar-
room of ‘‘la Rue de la Lune.” The
judge was another Apache nicknamed
“I'Espagnol.” 'The jury was composed
of men and women Apaches. The
prosecuting attorney was an Apache
named ‘“le Balafre,” but the accused,
having no one to defend him, managed
his own case. The prosecution was un-
able to bring conclusive proofs of Pain-
blanc’s guilt. But not feeling convinced
of his innocence, for safety’s sake the
juyry sentenced him to_ banishment
from Paris, even collecting thirty
francs for his journey’s expenses; since
Painblanc was penniless. :

‘But Painblanc had no desire to quit
Paris. Therefore, choosing an oppor-
tune moment, he executed a trick that
the Apache of America might honestly
admire; he threw his ‘dagger so clever-
ly that it sank deep into the heart of
the judge (I'Espagnol), who was stand-
ing far across the room, Kkilling him |
instantly. Then he tried to escare,
but was caught; and his confederates
offered no resistance when the police
carried him away.

At another place, an Apache named
Albert Durin, also suspected of having
“split”. upon his companions, was tried
in & similar way; but, being found
guilty, was taken out by night into a
tunnel of the Belt. Line Railway of
Paris, tied to the ralils, and left there
to await death! Happily for him, no
trains were to pass till morning, and
his two executioners, having been cele-
brating rather too freely the deed they
had done, fell into the hands of a police
painter, who got them arrested, and
came in time to rescue. their victim.

And so the Apaches live, quarreling
among themselves by Kkilling each
other, but sinking all party differences
when -any external trouble threatens
them. “They boast of their crimes and
take pride in them. It is simply a mis-
understood sense of honor—that.s all:

It i3 a serles of about twenty-five
colored charts, which were on exhibi=
tion at the Wonrdd's Centennial Temper-
ance Congress, and wtich illustrate
statistically the relaticn of alcohol to
every day lifz. They are .not_physio-
logical charts, but diagrains covering
the relation of alcohol to cell life,

s

longevity, physical and moral degen-
eracy, crime, idiocy, dullness in ‘school
children, mental and muscuvlar working
ability, the jsrowlh of temrerance or-
ganizations in Germany and' the de-
creasing use of alcohol in medicine.

Edward H. Emery, of the Maine Civic
League, says it is “the most convinc-
ing demonstraticn of the evil effects
of alcohol upon the human family that
I have ever seen’”

These charts have just been exhibit-
ed at the provincial teachers’ conven-
tion in Truro, and through the efforts
of Mrs. C. H. Dearborn, president of
the St. Jom W. C. T, U, and the
members of that union, they will be
shown in St. John before being return-
ed to Boston. The charts were pre-
pared by the Scientific Temperance
Federation and roused so much inter-
est at the congress at Saratoga that
¢ @uplicates were made for educational
purposes.

The Every Day Club readily granted
the ufe of their hall for. the purpose
of exhibiting these charts, which are
expected to arrive from Truro tomor-
row, and may be exhibited at the tem-
perancs meeling in the club tomorrow
evening.” It is proposed to have the

One thing i% always noticeable. The
men “invariably - show the typical phy-
sicat stigmata of the degenerate, al-
though the women, judged from the
same physiognamical point . of view,
seem to be normally intelligent, keen,
and controlled.

But certainly in their matur-
ity the men are characterized by so
nearly the same personal appearance
that they can be picked out along the
street, just as one distinguishes a
Frenchman, a German, or an  Ameri-
can. All show the pailor, the sunken
chest and Hollow cheeks, the usually
dark hair and large, staring dark eyes
always some slightly symmetrical
construction of the bones of face or
head, the peculiar hands. Quite aside
from any similarity of costume the
men do distinctly resemble each other.

THE WOMEN OF THE GANG.

With the women it is not the same
If one is able to recognize them upon
the streat( which of course it easy,) it
is not by her face that they arc so
readily classified.
