"Rev. Dr. Warden, referring to in­
creased stipends, announced that the 
expense in living had increased about 
14 or 15 per cent, and he thought the 
salaries of ordained missionaries should 
be increased. He believed it would l>2 
a burning shame for the church to re­
fuse to do so. Dr. Warden therefore 
moved a recommendation, which had 
previously been prepared, that a com­
mittee be appointed to consider the 
whole matter of increased ministerial 
stipends, especially in regard to min­
isters in augmented charges, and that 
the committee report to the general 
assembly at a later date. The motion 
was seconded and strongly supported 
by Dr. Lyle of Hamilton, who, refer­
ring to the augmented charges, said 
that owing to the extra number neces­
sary to be taken on as a result of the 
growth of the west, they needed an in­
creased sum over last year of 50 per 
cent. That should be an easy thing for 
the church to do, but the church was 
not alive to it. He believed, with Dr. 
Warden, that it was a burning shame 
that almost half of the churches and 
pastors of the Western section had not 
given one cent to the augmentation 
fund, the earnings of which were now 
only one quarter of a cent per mem­
ber.

Prof. MacLaren was willing to ac­
cept the clause, without reference to 
the aged and infirm ministers. Prin­
cipal Forrest strongly opposed such an 
action. He thought some trust should 
be put in the synods.

Prof. McLaren moved, seconded by 
Dr. Campbell, the clause as amended, 
should be passed. The resolution was 
carried.

The synod was given the right to 
deal with the erection of new presby­
teries within their bounds, as t^ell as 
the adjusting of the boards of presby­
teries already existing within said sy­
nods. When a new presbytery Re­
quires tb be erected, covering terri­
tory under the jurisdiction of two or 
more synods, the sanction of the gen­
eral assembly must however be ob­
tained.

Dr. Smith, in support of the overture, 
said that he thought the church 
was better able to give $800 a year, as 
a minimum salary, than it was to give 
$700 a year, twenty-three years ago. 
There were lots of simple laboring 
men receiving far larger salaries than 
some of the ministers of the Presby­
terian church. He believed that if an 
earnest appeal was made to the people 
the required amount would be received.

Dr. Smith moved that the overture 
be reported to the committee. Rev. 
L. W. Parker seconded the motion and 
said that he thought it was a matter 
which was coming to occupy the mind 
of the whole church. He believed the 
people as well as the ministers were 
thinking ’about it and he felt that it 
would receive their hearty support. 
No class of people undergo so much 
trouble and expense to prepare them­
selves for their profession as their min­
isters, and surely that was a reason 
why there should be some increase in 
salary.

In 1868 the government grant 
to the university was withdrawn, and 
the thought was prevalent that the 
university would be benefitted by mak­
ing it a non-sectarian school and thus 
get back the government influence.
