Now, if 
something is not done immediately, 
one of our largest revenues will be cut 
off and the game exterminated, and 
like the buffalo, moose, caribou and 
deer hunting will be a thing of the 
past. Last fall we were in the woods 
hunting and found within a radius of 
less than a mile, no tees than six 
spring-poles, or places made to snare 
moose, in one of which a moose had re­
cently been caught, but had escaped, 
so our guide informed us, probably 
only to go a short distance and die 
from injuries received while in thé 
snare. We had Journeyed on lees than 

• a quarter of a mile when we cdme to 
a salt spring, where the signs showed 
moose plentiful. There we camped for 
the night. The next morning while 
looking around, we spied a dead cow 
moose; she had been shot. The hind 
quarters were missing; they had been 
carried away by the hunters who kill­
ed her, and the rest left to spoil where 
it was shot.

We inquired of our friend the guide 
if this was a common occurrence, and 
his laughing reply was, that this was 
about the only way people in that sec­
tion ever got a moose, and if we ex­
pected to get one any other way, we 
would have to do our own calling, as 
he understood little or nothing about 
calling moose. And this was the 
man recommended to us as a good 
guide. Our guide also informed us 
that he knew of one myi in particu­
lar who had shot, or rather snared 
nine moose in five years, and every one 
a cow. He also said that nearly every­
one in this part of Queens county got 
a moose in the fall and nine out of 
ten were cows, and about all were 
snared; aad In many cases half of the 
meat was left In the woods to spoil, 
as it was too heavy to get a team 
there. What did it matter to them; 
they could step out any day and get 
fresh moose meat.

Now, we are certain this sort of 
thing cannot go on for ever; the gov­
ernment will have to put a stop to 
this slaughter, or In a short time the 
big game will all be exterminated, If 
the government chooses to ignore this 
sort of thing. We earnestly hope the 
people will get their eyes open. We 
cannot believe the government is so 
blind as to not look into this matter 
in the near future. We would offer as 
a suggestion that if our friends in the 
legislature will support our game 
mlseloner, L. B. Knight, of et. John,
N. B.,- we will see a radical reform as 
regards the game in Queens and other 
counties of the province.

DAMAGES GIVEN

FOR FALSE ARREST.

Mr. Bourget Won Action Against the 

City of Sherbrooke.

SHERBROOKE, Feb. 23,—Mr. Jus­
tice Hutchisqn rendered Judgment in 
the superior court yesterday in the ac­
tion brought by C. D. Bourget of Wind­
sor Mills against the corporation of the 
city of Sherbrooke for $500 damages 
for false arrest. It was alleged by the 
plaintiff that on the morning of May 
18, 1904, he was accosted while in con­
versation with some friends in the St 
James Hotel by a man named mon­
naie, who was wearing the uniform of 
the police of the city of Sherbrooke, 
and after being assaulted and thrown 
in the mud, waa placed under arrest 
by the said constable and was held as 
a common prisoner until the arrival of 

і a superior officer, who ordered the 
plaintiff's release. The constable would 
give no reason for the arrest, although 
plaintiff protested his innocence of any 
crime. The plaintiff has been a resid­
ent of the township of Windsor for 
many years, and is warden in his 
church. As a consequence of his false 
arrest he was subjected to much hu­
miliation. The corporation contended 
that it was not responsible for the acts 
of its servants, and that at the time 
the constable who committed the as­
sault was off duty, and not then a 
city employe. The court held that the 
plaintiff's case was well founded, and 
assessed the damages at $100, with 
costs of the suit.

WORK OF RESCUE.

One Hundred Bodies Taken From 

Mines at Virginia City.

BIRMINGHAM, Ala., Feb. 24.—'#lth 
the recovery of ont hundred bodies 
from the wrecked mine at Virginia 
City, the work of retcue waa abandon­
ed this evening until tomorrow. Mine 
officials now seem confident that not 
more than seven more kcdiee are in 
the mine, and It is possible this num­
ber will be decreased by three or four.

Pipes are being laid in the mine to­
night to pump out the water, which 
in some places is one hundred feet deep 
in the lifts.

The remaining bodies are all thought 
to be under water, and' it may be sev­
eral days before they are recovered.

The fund for the relief ef the widows 
and orphans has grown to over $20,800. 
A plan has been started to induce the 
miners of the district to give one day’s 
work to the fund.

The Sloes mines .near Bessemer, 
were the first to respond, and the en­
tire wages of the miners for tomorrow 
will be given to the fund. In this one 
mine $1,008 will be raised In this way.

The movement meets with muoh 
sympathy among all the miners of the 
district.

Thirteen funerals were conducted In 
the Httle hamlet of Virginia City to­
day, and the church belle of Pratt 
City were tolled continually from nine 
o’clock In the morning until four in 
the afternoon.

CHARLOTTETOWN, P. E. I., Feb.
20.—Three weeks of snow fighting and 
not a through train over the Island 
railway In all this time—another storm 
yesterday and the track filled in al­
most as completely as at first; both 
winter steamers tied up for nearly a 
month, with no Immediate prospect of 
their release; our mails driven by team 
to and from Cape Traverse and Char­
lottetown over country roads almost 
impassable; such are some of the con­
ditions under which P. E. Island peo­
ple are laboring this winter. The rail­
way men are almost discouraged with 
the strenuous fight. The snow fight­
ing is costing the Island railway $1,000 
a day for shovelling, besides feeding 
the men, repairing disabled engines 
and numerous other expenses, not to 
speak of the complete absence of re­
ceipts for either passengers or freight 
traffic. The moving of freight is al­
ready a serious matter, especially that 
detained at Pietou. The accumulation 
there exceeds 160 carloads, including a 
lot of hay which the farmers sorely 
need. The
brought across 2,000 tons of hay pre­
vious to the detention of the steamers.
They had purchased 3,000 tons more, 
and without it many farmers may lose 
tfceir stock. Merchants, too, are becom­
ing scarce of goods. There are now 
at Pietou about forty passengers still 
waiting to cross; some of them are re­
turning stranded from the lumber 
woods and are being fed at the gov­
ernment’s expense. Many others had 
gone back to Sackvllle, driven to Tor- 
men tine and crossed by the ice boats.
Some feats of great endurance have 
been accomplished by belated passen­
gers.

Some travelled on foot sixty miles over 
roads where no teams had ventured 
and with the thermometer below zero.
It was no uncommon thing for pas­
sengers to walk from Cape Traverse 
to Charlottetown. D. J. McDonald of 
the post office department, walked 
from Emerald to Charlottetown, 31 
miles. He is an athletic, powerful 
man, but he found this tramp on an 
unbroken track all the way and with 
snow from five to fifteen feet thick, 
the hardest proposition of his life.
Among the Charlottetown people who 
were caught in the storm were Post­
master, WHteer, returning from Sack­
vllle; Geo. B. Full and H. R. Bethune, 
also Lieut. H. H. Stems and J. F.
Sterns of Souris. The situation has 
not been without its pathetic side.
Seme who had come to Pietou on their 
way here to visit sick relatives receiv­
ed word by wire while waiting of the 
person's death. in some cases they 
then left Pietou, abandoning their trip 
altogether. At Cape Traverse, A.
Jondion, who belongs to the western 
part of the Island, was detained sev­
eral days. He lives in Pawtucket, R.
I., and had been called home by the 
death of his father. Prof. Cyrus J.
MacMillan of Charlottetown had alike 
experience while coming from Har­
vard on a similar mission. Mr. Fer­
guson, chief engineer of the Stanley 
was called to Pietou by the serious ill­
ness of his wife. His experience in 
getting from Georgetown to Cape Tra­
verse, about 70 miles, in the midst of 
the storm, was a most trying one. He 
found his wife very low, but with a 
possibility of recovering.

Many paradoxes are to be found In 
the Bible.

vive. It means the Intelligence of man 
asserting Itself and becoming a greater 
power than mere force of arms. It 
means that man must develop what is 
best in him in order to survive. This 
ethical principle can only be applied 
in a universal way when nations of the 
earth unite for the benefit o'f the whole 
world. The development of the 
has been leading up to that point. 
First there was the savage, then a 
mother Instinct and love for his chil­
dren asserted itself and the family be­
came united and none of the members 
of the family would raise their hand 
against any other member of the fam­
ily. Families united and formed tribes. 
None of the different families of the 
tribe would make war against any 
other family of that same tribe. Tribes 
united and formed nations, these tribes 
being united for the purpose of pre­
servation. Following this line of de­
velopment, the nations of the earth 
must Inevitably unite for the preserv­
ation of peace. Towards this great 
end tends the progress of the past and 
surely the present demands It. This 
velopment, the nations of the earth 
Innate ethical principle which man pos­
sesses. It is this ethical principle 
which has always directed man “to do 
the right as, right” and “to avoid the 
wrong as wrong.”

PM on Imperial Matters. American Newspapers Are

To the Editor of the Sun:
Sir,—Mr. Morley, a native of Eng­

land, appears to have had — from 
some causes not explained — to seek 
a constituency In Forfarshire, Scot­
land, for the last nine years. Mr. Mor­
ley visited America In the latter part 
of 1904 and spent two months, prin­
cipally In the United States. Mr. Mor­
ley addressed a meeting of his con­
stituents at the city hall, Brachln, on 
January 18th last. He tells them that 
he expects In three or four months to 
be a candidate for re-eleotion, that he 
had never spent two more interesting 
or stimulating months than during his 
visit to the United States. Ho admit­
