Deslers
come to the wharfor dust-field every evening; they
give sixpence for a white cat, fourpence for &
colored cat, and for a black one according to ber
quality. The “hord-ware'” includes all broken
pottery, pans, crorkery, earthénware, &c . which
are goid 1o make few roads.

“The bones™” dre selected with caré and sold (0
the doup-boiler, K¢ boils out the fat and marrow
firgt, for special ese, and the boses are thew crush-
ed and wold for manure.

OF “riga,”” the woolen rigs are bugged and dent

! off for hop--nanure; the white linen rags are wash-

ed, and sold to make paper, &e.

The “tin-things’” are collected and put into an
oven with a grating at the botiom, #o that the sol-
der, which anites the parts meits, and rons t
into a receiver. This is sold seperately—the de-
tached pieces of tin are then soid to be melied up
with old won, Ke.

Bits of old brass, léad, Ste., are sold fo be melt-

Al broken glass vesgels, a¢ croets, mustard-
potd, tumblers, wine glasses, bottles, &c., are
sold fo the old glass shops.

As for any articles of jewelry, silver-spoons,
forks, thimbles, or other piate and valuables, they
are pocketed ofi-hand by the first fioder. Coind
