London, May 13.—The Daily Tele­
graph devotes an article to the pro­
posed visit of the American fleet to 
Mediterranean ports early next year. 
It says that British hopltaltty will be 
extended to the crews at Gibraltar 
and Malta and probably one Egyptian 
port.

The Telegraph points out thrft the 
American fleet will be by far the most 
powerful in the Mediterranean and 
says that the decision of the United 
States government to despatch a force 
of such commanding power indicates 
the importance attached to the task 
of showing the flag in the old world 
with a view to supporting American 
diplomacy.

In the opinion of the Telegraph the 
visit of the American ships will have 
the effect of inducing the British gov­
ernment to modify its present policy 
of continuous concentration of the na­
val power in home waters, which many 
officers consider injurious to the spirit 
and character of the service.

Ottawa, May 13.—In the senate to­
day Senator Boyer enquired If the 
government had sent a representative 
to a meeting of meteorologists held in 
April last in Rome.
