Paris, March 4.—-The story of three 
French sappers, who were buried 
alive for hours during the battle of 
Verdun ana finally dug their way out 
safely, is told -by one of them who 
arrived in Paris on a hospital train 
this morning. He said:

"With my friends Bernard and Jean,,
I was posted in a trench at the edge 
of the V&uche woods. The enemy 
showed a disposition to attack and, 
according to orders, the three of us, 
with a charge of powder, fuses, and 
tools, started down a mine gallery, to 
fill the mine chamber, to lay the wires 
and to pack the gallery behind it. We 
did this without difficulty and were on 
our way hack when a heavy explosion 
shook us. Had our mine gone off al­
ready T T hear stones falling said 
one of my comrades. We rushed for­
ward; the gallery was full of gravel. 
We realized the horrible truth, we 
were walled up. An enemy shell had 
exploded above the gallery, causing 
the roof to fall In.

"We examined the walls in feverish 
haste. ‘We are done for,’ said Jean 
We were not afraid of death, it was all 
part of the game, but we did not 
like to die there in the darkness. ‘How 
long can we stay hem?’ Jean asked 
again. There is plenty of air, and 
the gallery is roomy, but there is noth­
ing to eat,’ I replied. ‘Well, what’i 
the good of a few hours more or less?’ 
he said. 'Why wait? I tor one have 
already made up my mind.' He took 
out his revolver, but I stopped him 
and said, 'don't be a fool. Let us wait 
a while, we may hit on some way out/ 

"The first horror having passed ov­
er, we began to discuss ways and 
means, ‘let us wait patiently for our 
mine to explode. If It makes a big 
enough hole we can dig through into 
it,‘ I said.

“We sat down in silence pnd could 
hear all the sounds of battle abovo 
us. We tried to distinguish the char­
acter of the various vibrations, so as 
not to miss the noise when our mine 
exploded. Finally, we heard it end we 
rushed forward through a wave of hot 
air. We plied our picks furiously, but 
our packing had been so well done 
that it took us two hours before we 
got into the empty mine chamber. I 
listened, but the sound of firing seem­
ed so far off that I judged there was 
a thick layer of earth between us and 
the outer world. We set to work 
again, ahd started a fall of earth 
which nearly buried us. We were 
all injured, Bernard’s leg being bro­
ken, Jean’s head cut, and my left arm 
broken. Despite our pain we contin­
ued our efforts, and after a while we

New York, March 8.—A party of 

forty-five Armenian refugees, who 
have been supported by the American 
Committee for Armenian and Syrian 
Relief at Port Said since last Septem­
ber, arrived here today on the Italian 
steamer America from Naples.

The Armenians were among the 
residents of five villages located near 
the foot of Mount Moses, and were 
driven from their homes by the Turks 
last July. Numbering in all about 
4,000, they fled to the mountains, 
members of the party said, where 
they subsisted on what food they 
could forage until their plight was 
discovered by a French cruiser, which 
took them aboard and landed them al 
Port Said.

During the stay In the mountains, 
they said they were attacked by Turks 
on several occasions. Soon after 
they became refugees 135 men of the 
party, armed with all the rifles they 
could muster, surprised a detachment 
of Turks, and although greatly- out­
numbered, captured severaf thousand 
rifles and quantities of ammunition, 
with which they were able to resist 
later attacks, it was asserted.
