We cannot be certain that anything now
remains to our credit of the large balance
arising from our extraordinary surplus
of exports over importe; on the contrary
there are indications that the return of
our securities has about liquidated that
balance, and we have for some time been
closely verging upon the possibility of an
outflow of gold to Earope. :

‘Whilst these external possibilities con-
front ws, the condition of the home
money market is not assuring. The ex-
traordinary revival of business hae
osuged 8 corresponding expansion of
bank loans and has at the same time
increased the demand . for tm-xem){l in
the retail circulation. With a banking
gystem that indirectly compels the
banks to augment their stocks of lawful
money in proporiion as they extend
their loans, we are brought face to Imce
with an actite soarcity in the clreulating
medium, The universal employment of
the wo:klnfnellnu at rising rates of
wages, the increazed hollings of cash
among country retailers, and the rapid
rise in the prices of goods have conjointly
produced & necessity for an expansion of
the volume of money; and this need
makes itself feit at the moment when
the banks of the interior are drawing
their depos
banks in order to facilitate the market-
ing of large crops of cotton and cereals
Unfortunately, we have no effective re-
gource for increasing the amount of the
money ciroulation in order fo eatisly
these necesgities; and the result appears
in a reduction of the cash reserves of the
New York banks to close upon the “dead-
line,” at & point about mldni in the
neual fall eflax of money fo the agri-
cultural sections.

This is not s promising sitnatior. Un-
expectedly, we are brought to a condi-
tion of things in which the national pros-
perity threatens to be seriously oripplad

h the legal restraints upon our
banks and by the inelasticity of our cur-
rency arrangements, Had our laws re-
lating to note circulation been such as o
admit of an expansion of bank issues
proportioned to the wants of the orop
movement, there need have been none
of the draining of the lawful money re-
gerves of the metropolitan banks which
is now in procees; and the compulsory
contraction ofloans,and the stringency in
money and the exhaustion of the reserves
would have been essily avoidable, At
ita coming session congress may find
reason enough in the present situation
for far more thorough measures of cur-
rency and banking reform than appear
to be entertained by members claiming
:io be leaders in cial reconmstruc-

What, however, most concerns Wali
sireet at the moment is not so much that
we are confronting & theoreticslly faulty
system of finance ae that we stand face
to face with & delicate and difficult
financisl situatior. Two milliong of
gurplus reserve and 8 to 9 per cent, for
call loans &t the midclsof September
are ugly and dizquieting facte,
The situation comes 80 near fo &
deadlock that there must be some yield-
ing somewhere in order to avert very
unwelcome conditions. It wounld be in-
dulging a frail hope to expect effcctual
yeliet from importations of gold. The
eitnation of the foreign exchanges hard-
ly suggests such a probability. A fail
in the prices of securities, or cotton, or
cereals might so stimvlaie exporis as to
bring exchange to the gold importing
point; but who would deeire fo see gold
procured atsuch a cost? and relief conld
not come (rom such & source until it was
too lste to be of much service.

ODD NAMES FOR HOTELS,

Some Queer Ol1d Englich Hostelries and
Their Remarkable Sigrs.

- The signs displayed by the innkeepers
of this country, even in the earliest days
of its existence, were never su fantistic
and varied sa those which were
in use in the mother cruntry, says the
New York Sur. The number of subjects
chosen by American landlords fo stand
for their inna was sma l, and many of
those were geographicsl. As there waa
no msnor lord whose arms were to be
chosen as the insignia of the inn in the
peighborhood of his supremacy, there
was & monotony about the designs used
here. In England, on the other hand,
they were numerous and diverse, and
their origin has never been satisfactorily

about them have been dispelled by
modern investig: tlor. More than & cen-
tury sgo the large eigns that formerly
stood in the street in front of the iuns
were removed by 1aw,but enough remain
to surprise an American who stu: bles
across these inexplicable names in Lon-
don. To this day there stande in a Lon-
don etreet “The Antigallican,” a name
which would convey little suggeation
nowadsys as tothe characier ofahostelry.
The name dates from the begi:ning of
the eighteenth century, when & eociety
was formed with the idea of -keeping
always active the English dislike of the
French. The association ceased toexist
long ago, but the inn to which they
forme:ly resorted still keeps their
memory & little bit alive. Many of the
gigne are nearly as much representative
of some especisl episode. “The Bom-
bay Grab” sounds neither enticing nor
comprehensible, and ean be appreciated
only with an understanding of the slang
of the lastcentury. A “grab” wasa foos
goldier at that time, and this ferm was
commonly used to describe him. The
original proprieter wes a soldier who
had served in Bombsy, snd 20 perneta.
ated those days of his career in the
naine be E‘& hig botel. Uaique in

character London inn with
pame “The Caze Is Altered.”

“The Running Footman” ook its name
when the footmen congregated in Berke-
ley equare were in the habit of stopping
there for their refreshmente.

“The Sun and Thirteen Cantons” exists
in a part of London lorg occupied by
many of the Swisa zesidents, and its
connection is obviour.

He I8
sgpposed to be siand on his head,
which was thought to an attitade
made necessary by the conditions of the
South Pole.

Two of the most interesting of London
slgnn disappeared only a few years ago,
when the inns which bore them finslly
went out of existence. They were “Old
Pick My Toe” and “Who'd a Thought
14?” The name of the former ia believed
to have come from that of the Roman
slave who performed his work before he
even stopped to take a thorn out of hiz
toe. The other got its title from the
stzange fact that its first proprie’sy made
outof it & fortune that vZimately en-
abled him fo get inta sne peerage, His
successor wanted & new name for the
place, and “Whe'd o Thought It” was
suggests’  Thig explanation is unsat-
‘afactory only becsuse there are three
inns of the name in England.

Some of the former theories of the
origin of theze names have been shatter-
ed durlnguronent yearr. The familiar
cat and fiddle eign was said fo have
originated in honor of “Canton fidels,”
a stanoch Protestant, In reality it had
been a popular sign for an inn in Eng.
land long before there was any dis-
tinction between Protesants and
Cathclica to cause the notice of a Protest-
ant who was especially zealous. Efforts
to find significance for the signs used on
inne proved miileading. The original
desire of the landlord was to make
known in an age which could not read
what his purpose was, and he, like the
modern advertiser, adopted the symbols
he thongmt likely to do that best. This
I:d to the use of many &'gns without
especial significance, although some
modern etudenta have to find significance
in all of them. The arme of the lord of
the manor under whose protection the{
lived, the signs of the guilds, and modi-
fications in coats-of arms that had al-
ready been used were some of the ways
of making the signs really indicative of
the character of the inn. -

Treating O:nsnmpt.mn.

A new remedy for tubercalosis, de-
veloped in France, has been reported to
the State Department by United States
Commercial Agent Atwell at Rouwbaix
It is a tzeatment called to the attention
of the Academy of Medicine by Dr,
Mendel, and consists of the daily injec-
tion into the bronchial tubes of essence
of éucalyvtus, thyme, and cinnamon,
held in golation in olive cil. The oil in
descending slowly comes into contac
with the walls of the tabe and upper
linge. The gas set free saturates the air
in the lungs, and acts on the mucous
membrane. In gixteen cases treated
after one or two weeks, there wae in lll
