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N Gallipoli,

The rattling of the chains, as tie snchor
was heaved, awoke me early in the moru-
ing, and I learped that we had arrived at
Qallipuli. As I stepped on deck the pure
morping air was not only exhilarating, and
the view delightfa!, but a crowd of bistori-
cal sssociations combined with the scene.
Near this place, on the old tower of Tzympe,
the Ouoman flag was firet victoriously plan-
ted in Europe, and this city became the
first great Turkish center. Tradition gives
us some interesting legends connected with
it. Before the youthful Othman bad yet
embraced the Mahommedan faith, he bad
a singalar dream* He Mw coming out of
the bosom of the old sheikh Edebslus, of
whose dsughter he was then enamored, o
briilifat new moon, which pesced into his
own, #nd, as be looked, from beneath his
fee: sprang a little fountain, which rolled

- on, becoming s mighty flood, and over-
whelming lands and continentein its course,
He saw, 100, cities with splendid eolumns
and magnificeat architecture ¢ising arouand
him, atorned with mosques sod minarers,
and a vision of especial glory seemed to ge-
ther around Constantigople, the city of.the
Greek emperors. When be releted 1o the
old sheikh bis dream, he diecovered that the
moon was his danghter, who was to become
the wife of O:hman, and her posterity was
15 congu-r, snd rule over the whole world. |
Not long afterward Otbman embraced the
fanh of his father-in-law, and the fair Malk-
hatoun became his wife. Asa consequence
his career was brillisot, and from bim the
Turks were called Otiomans, or Osmanlis.
H:'s eon Orkbhan conquered DBrouses, and
fixed therc the center of his empire, endeay-
orizg lo make it vie with Cuunstantinople,
aud subjugated the couris of Asia, Hae ap-
poinied.liis sun Suleiman Governor of My-
212, and fxed s capital at Cyzicus. Then
ia ihe face of Europe, and especially of the
enfeebled Greek emp:re, #hase various pai-
ties appealed 10 h'm for aid, ke, 102, dresm-
ed of new conquests,

Toe legend siates that se he eat, one eve-
ping, by the seaside, absorbed in thought,
be saw arcond lum, and across the sea of
Marmoia, beautifol cites and temples. Jus:
then a cloud which had obscured the face
oi 1he moon passed away, and, as its light
feil upon him, it sppeared like a silver bow
uuiting Europe and Asis, and a mysterious
voice came out of the murmur of the waves
reprosching him for delaying 10 fulfil the
destiny revealed (v his graudisther Othman.
T'nat moment he resolved 10 invade Europe,
and that very might four of s companions
crossed the sea of Marmora, to recongoitre
tha [oriress of Tzympe, which stood a few
miles from Gallipoli. A Greek prisoner
whom they seized revealed the weakness of
the place. The next day two rafts were_con-
strucied of trees tied together with strips of
hides, and the following night, with a few
chusen followers, Suleiman crossed the sea,
scaled 1he foriress, and raised ihe Ouoman
flap in Europe.

Ilow strangely are events someiimes link-
ed together! The Oilomsn army, though
moie than three thousand strong, was too
weak to attack Gallipoli. DBut a ierrible
earihgrake, with a succesmon of ehocks,
theew Jown a pait of the houses and of the
walls ot the eiy. The terrified inhabitants
fled 15 the tents of the Mobammedsas for
safely, and they in tura, pressed tbrough
tihe openings in the walls, and took posses-
sion of the city. T'hus commenced Mobam-
medan domnation in Egrope.

Whatever may be thought of the poetic
legend, doubtless for. many years the atten-
tion of the Turke had been drawn to-
waid Europe. The rival factions of the
Greck empire had cslled upon Orkhan for
aid, and thereigaing prince, Kortakuzeaos,
had given 1o hun his dsughier (o0 be 8 mem.
ber of the harem. The weuiness of the
empire had thus been rendered spparent,
aud having first entered the empire 10 set-
tle the difficulues, they resolved, like the
Sazons s Eagland, 10 take poesession of
the country lor themselves.

G.ilipoli was once a place of considerable
strengti.  Rising by a steep ascent from
the sea, on a point of land forming the
entracce to the Hellespont, its cuadel
muet have fully commanded the passsge
from the the sea of Marmors. But now,
like ali the Turkish cities, it ie fall of ruins.
Tae oid 1ower of Bajazet, though kaif falien,
stil: shows its square, massive form. The

mioerets rvising udly upwaid give it a
fins sppearanee a distance; but dis-
tance’ zlone “lends enchaniwment to the
view.” Many scenes of jnterest lie on
every band. Oa the esmiern. side is the
river Gronicus, rendeted famous by the
passege of Alexander. A lite father south,
on the same side of the Hellespont, is
Lymps:cus, a lide village half d gmid
trees sad vinejards. Here once Mood o
iamous remple of Venus. lis s:ght ealls 10
wind the siory of Themisiccles, whege-

But bere, for two
thousand years past, 2s the traveier passed
this spot, he was reminded thast Leander
nightly swam that deep, swift stream, to
have an interview with his beloved Hero,
till, at last,-battling with the waves, be died
a martyr 1o his love. The same story is
#ill told, and probably will be 1o the end of
time. For ages its truth wes doubted, be-
cause the feat wss considered impossible;
but ihe daring of Lord Byron showed its
possibiluy. Stsriing from the same point,
he eccomplished it 1n a little more than an
kour, snd, as it seeme, got the ague as his
reward. It iz said that boats loflowed him
closely, 1o save him, in case his sireagth
bad (ailed. Many wiil remember bis cios-
ing l:nes, gumparing his feat with Lean-
der's:

T were hard to say who fared the best .}

#ad mortals ! thas the gods sthil plague you

e lost his labor, I my jest;

For he was dro~ueq, and I 'vo the ague.”

It was, also, 2t this point that Xerxes
erected his fsmous bridge of boats, when
crossing over [rom Asia to LEurdpe, to
chastise Greece. Buat of thai immense
srry how few ever returned! Aad here,
also, Alexander sent 3acroes his brave
warriors when cutering on his Persian
expedition,

The principal fortresses are now between
three and four miles lower down ibe
Hellespout. They have been repaired and
strengthened with grest care, under the
dwection of skillu! French engineers; snd,
although an English fleet, some years sinee,
foreed this passage without much difficulty,
it is pot probable that such an sct could
now be performed. The Turks have
greaiy impicved 1n scientific engineering,
sad they have able men of various Eo-
ropean naticns in their employ. What the
Emperor Alexander may heresflier do is
vncertain; but, judging from present ap-
pearances, there 1s but hittle probability that
a Ruesian fleet will soon be able to pass the
castles of the Dardanelles.

We anchored for about an hour oppasite
the litle 1own of Dardanelles, waining for
the arrival of the steamer from Salonics,
that we might take its passengers 10
Smyrna; but it did not come. Where we
could have placed them is difficult to tell;
for we slready had nearly three bundred
passengers on deck. Al!most every foot of
sleeping room, and of welking room, was
completely occupied. And such a motley
crew! Jews from Jerusalem and Turke
from Mecca were interspersed among au
immense multitude of Greek men, women,
end chi'dren, from the coas's of the Black
Sea and from near T'rieste, on a pilgrimage
10 the holy places. They were seeking the
title of huadji, an epithet of great honour and
sanctity, aud ecquired only by a 1horough
pigrimage. And if it were 10 be obtsined
by filth, degradation, and wretchedness,
they seemed likely to win the prize. Thou-
sands upon thousands cf these poor people |
are, 1n 1ncreesing numbers, annually found |
in these pitgrimages. Bat why do I, a pil- |
grim myself, point out the foliies of others?

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Coal in the United States.

A late number of the Scientific Amer.
ican cont2ins an admirable article on ihe
coyl fields of the Urited Staies, illustrated
with a map. We subjoin a briel extraet :

Ve canuct attempt, 13 a brief space, to
explain the causes which are supposed 1o
huve produccd 1he great deposits of velua-
ble fuel which we find beneath the earth's
rurfice, further than to remark that it has
been demonstrated 10 be wood, preserved
from decay by au air-tight covering of earnb,
which has been converied into its prerent
condition by the ection of time, pressure,
or heat, or of a2l combived. The eastern
oniekirte of ibe Pennsylvanma fie!d have been
more fully roasted, or coked, and reduced
10 antbracite, winile the Rficde Island field
has been so inteuscly burned us 10 reduce
it almost or quite to acinder,

‘T'be coal which is revealed in the great
Rocky mountain regicn, although it may
taroish hberal supplies at some pnints, for
huadreds of years, 1t cannot puseibly belong
to any such great beds as those in the sei-
tled portions of the States. The area of
the cosl beds proper is esumated by
Professor Rogers at two bundred thous-
and sqnare miles. This is believed 10 be
far gréater than the erea of all the coal
fields of Europe,‘nd somewhat larger than
those of the whole of Europe, Asia and
Africa. 1t is nseless to atiempt 1o calcu-
late how long this supply of eoal wili |ast,
as the consumption is Increasing every year
with the incresse of steam power; but the
ficlds of anibracite elone could supply the
woild lor a very long period before it would
be necessary 1o touch upan the margin of
the great ficlds. Great Britain has a far
nearer prospact of exhausiing her supply.
We now mme only mine million tons an-
nually. Groaat Britsin mines (and buros or
sends abroad’ sixty-five miilions tons esch
year, If the consumption continues to in-
crease at its present rate, the fields now
most worked in Great Brutain will be ex-
hausted in sbout three hundred years, and
her whole supply in about two thousand

!

Layers of coal vary in thickness, from lit-
tle exceeding that of a sheet of paper up to
lourteec feet or more in thickness. The
coal fields here represented generally in-
clude ihick valuable leyers, and the greater
part contaius a cousiderable number of sira-
ta of coal, several of which sre workable,
with common earth and rock between them.

The number of strata decrease westward.
Accordiog 10 a lste paper by Prof Rogers,
the number of coal fields 1n Nova Scoua is
about fifty, though only five uf them 2re of
workable thickoess, being equivaient to
about twenty feet of coal. 7 he deepest
anthracite basin of Pennsylviana, thay of the
Schuylkili, contains also about fifty coal
seams, and twea:y five of these have o 1hick-
ness esch of more than ihree feetl. and are
available for mining. Furither West, the
great Apaischian, or 8s we have termed it,
the Pennsylvania coal field, contains abunt
twen!y beds 10 all, ten of which sre thick
enough to be mined. 8:ill furiber onward
the broad basin of ladisna and lllhinois,
shows sppatenily not more thsn ten or
twelve beds, and it is believed that only
sevcn of these are thick enough and pure

A Flaw in the Apostolic Ohdn

The Spanish journals contain a sirange
romantic story, respecting a deserter
whom they sllege 10 have been transformed
into a bishop :

* Some months back, & bishop was cele-
brating Divine eervice at Curunns, agd
swoogst the congregation was a retired
soldier, who recognized the prelate as 8
man who had served as s common soldier
in the same regiment as himself, and who,
sfter long continued misconduet, bad desert-
ed. Surprised 10 find a deserter become 8
bishop, the man made a communication to
the autborities, and a sesrching investige-
tion was instituted. It led to the discovery
that the bishop, whose name is Pereira, re-
ally was a3 deserier, and that afier desert-
ing, he went 1o Portugal, where he gave
himself out as chaplain of a regiment. As
he dieplayed considerahble knowledge of the-
ology and wes of good addrese, he was in-
troduced to the ecclesiasiical authorities of
the district, and they after a while gsve him
a curacy. In this post he distinguished
himeelf by bis eloquent sermons, and after
awhile he was invited to Lisbon, where
crowds, also flocked to hear him. At Lis-
bon he was before lung consecrated a bish-
op. In 1854 be went 10 Madrid, where bis
fame had preceded him, and ihere likewise
he exciied admiration by his sermons. He
was selected 10 preacu on several solemn
occasions, and amongstebem on the anni-
versaries of the fatal 24 of May. Never
baviog been ordained a priest, he was not »
real bishop; yet he administered all the of-
fices of the Church as if regularly ordained,
For this eerious offence he has just been
ccndemned 10 eighteen years’ Lard labor.
The Pope baving been appealed to on 1he
subject, has declared that eil the ecclesias-
tical scts performed Ly the man shall be
considered valid ; but doubts are entertained
whether, in spite of this, the marrisges cele-
brated by him are valid in a legal point of
view,”
