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DR. ROSS CAGED AGAIN.

Bouthnmptcn’'s Notorious Quack Came
m «'I\"_- - r'b: N;rl.-- Charge—
er Tribuna)
11 Came About, TRARRSN A

De. Ross, the well known quack of the
upper conntry districts has again been made
a prisoner. He wus brought to town nnd
lodged in the county juil on Thursday after-
noon. He s charged this time with robbing
and burning Edmond Heury's store ut the
Magundy, Lake George, on the night of the
6th of September lust, the circumstances in
connccton with which were related in the
Greaxerat the time. His examination took
place before Justice Whitehead, in Dumfries,
on Thumday, and be has been committed for
trial at the county court which opens next
Tuesday. Constable Joseph Henry who
brought the prisoner to town tells of the
circumstances in connection with his arrest,
which are quite in keeping with the prison-
er’s former recgrd. For some days after the
burning of thYl’ v¢, Ross, who spent most
of the time of* in the neighborhood, was
nowhere to be see..” SuSpicion against him
became quite general, and it was pretty

generally believed that the doctor had "‘,

robbed the store before setting fire to itand
that he had cleared out of the country with
the stolen property. When the people had
about made up their minds to this fact, he
was seen one night by @ party at a very late
bour. He wasseen on two or three differ-
et occasions after this but only in the night
time. Believiog that he was hiding in the
woods, yraot was made out for his
arrest o&uhove charge. The warrant
was placea: the hands of Constable
Henry, whe, with two or three other men,
kept upa constant search for several days,
when at last they came upon %im in a log
camp in the thickest part of the woods. The
doctor, when he saw the men approaching,
armed himself with the only weapon he had
—an axe, and defied them  to come any fur-
ther th:eatening to brain them if they did.
The men, however, were not so easily
fright kirmisk around

d and after sk
for a while, during which time Ross made
all kinds of terrible threats, the men seized
hold of him and placed bim under arrest.

The camp was bastily searched and a
quantity of goods was round there that was
believed to have been taken from the store
that was burned. On the prisoner's person
was fonnd some bills and scrips which
answered to the money that was left i the
store the night of the fire. When the men
had left the camp to return home they found
a little way off from the camp a large bag of
clothing which was hidden beneath a tree.
The goods found in this bag were identified
by ¥r. Henry, the owner of the store, as
being his property, and to this he gave evi-
dence at the examination which was held
the following day before Justice Whitchead
as above stated.

The prisaner, on being lodged in jail here,
was ulso searched by deputy sheriff Haw-
thorne who found on his person $1.50 in five
cent bits, which will be etill further evidence
against himas Mr. Henry is known to have
left about that amount of thange in his
store. Constable Henry and otheis will
make further search about the doctor's log
camp when they retarn home in hopes of
finding more of the lost goods. Tt is be-
lieved that since he established his lodgings
in the woods. he las been keeping up a
constant plundering in the nights and stor-
ing the goods in these secluded quarters.

The former escapade of Rosgs forms a
sumewhat interesting chapter in New
Brunewick jurisprudence. Some four or
five years ago he was arrested for entering &
dwelling house in Southampton on a Sun-
day while the family were at cburch and
stealing a sum of money and other articles.
The evidence against bim, though circum-
stantial, was quite conclusive, and notwith«
standiog & very ingenious alibi set up in
his detence, and based principally upon the
evidence of the prosecution, he was found
guilty and “sentenced to seven years in the
penitentiary. During the progress of the
trinl the court adjonrned and the jury were
taken to the Barker House by Deputy Sheriff
Fricl. While there, they separated, oue of
the jury being ill aud remaining in bed up
#tans, two of them fn charge of a constable
going up Queen street on private business,
one of them going to perform his duties as
janitor of the central fire insurance compuny,
the,others remaining with the deputy sheriff
who, bowever, made affidavit that all the
jurymen were underfsupervision of himself
or his constables at all times during the ad-

journment. tOn the court reasscmbling.
Mr. Lugrin, the prisoner's counsel,
applied for an affidavit of

the fucts to have the jury discharged from
giving a verdict, and tl at a new jury should
be empannelled aud the case retried, or that
the prisoner should be discharged. The
prisoner's counsel cluimed that if the verdict
were found against the prisoucr and he were

sntenced, an Aabeas corpus would be grant-
ed by the gyggeme court, and hL slnled that
it was his

agsidt the crown, look directly
the opposite view of the case claiming that
the law which requiries a jury in case of a
felopy to be kept from separating had been
substantially complied with, and that it
uhonﬂ be sbown -ﬂirmnnely that the

pération had prejudicially to the
prisoner. Tn repl_y to this latter argument,
the prisoner's counsel insisted that it was
sufficient tor him to show that the jury
mighbt have been affected prejudicially to his
client and that the statute being for the pro-
tection of the liflirty of the subject should bo
strictly cm-*;ludge Steadman, in giv-
ing judgment, hat while Mr. Lugrin had
adopted the correct course in bringing the
matter to his notice, he did ot
think thut the separation complained of was
anything more then an irregularity, if it was
that; and that as it was not claimed that
the jury was approached by any person,
or that the prisoner's case had not been pre-
judiged in the slightest degree, he would not
stop the trial. The case went on and term-
inated a8 above stated. Fortunately for
Ross, the sheriff was obliged to delay a day
or two in taking him to the penitentiary,
and his counsel availed bimself of the op-
rortunity to apply to the chief justice for an
order for the prisoner's discharge. In this
application be relied upon the same grounds
as be had urged before Judge Steadman.
The chief justice thought there was some-
thing in the case, granted the order and re-
ferred it to the supreme court, who dis-
charged bim about a week after his trial.
This is the way the root doctor was rid of his
sentence before and allowed to go unpun-
ished with the opportunity of committing
gimilarcrimes throughout the conatry, which,
if all stories are true, he has not been slow
10 take advantage of. The principle in-
volved in the above case is of considerable
loen) interest s, in the case of Wm. Russel,
the priccner’s counsel, sought though unsuc-
cesslully, to bave Rnssel discharged upon
similar grounds.

[ noticed A communication in Tie GLiaven
4 few days ago in which the
calls sell Tom Sawlis, cliims to lmve
found some nncient marks of our native [n-
dian on the Tobiqn>. I do not pretend to
know who Tom Sawlis is, nor do I eare, but
[ canuot help thinkingit was an unhapy
day when Tom Sawlis let himsel* looge on &
long suffering commuuity.

Tom first reminds the ignorant multitudes
that our noble Red Men are “passing away
like the setting of the sun, leaving no trace
of their former glory behind And then as
if to prolong the agony, he asks the unbappy
readers to go nine miles up the Wabskcha-
gen with him to see those wonderful ndian
mounds which he says are to be found there.
He then goes on to describe the vast plain
where these mounds are situated. 1 only
wonder that he did not give those wonder-
ful plains 8 greater area than the province
of New Brunswick, as it is, he confines them
to the small space of nine miles in length
d a devil of u width. Tom’s description
of this vast plain reminds me of a story 1
once heard of an Irishman who wanted to
koow of a lumber surveyor how many
superficial feet there would be in a log 50
feet long and & h—of circumference. The
surveyor lins not figured this question out to
the Irishman’s satisfaction yet. Tom then
goes on to tell the wondering reader ubout
the awful wmountains surrounding this
modern hades which rise their rugged and
rocky peaks tar up into the region of eternal
snow. We could have stood all this but to
cap the climax, Tom tells us that he dis-
covered a large castle on the Wabska which
was built out of square blocks of white
marble, and then he has the check to say
that he thinks this castle was erected by
Nebuchadnezzar over 150 years ago.

Now, Mr. Editor, this is a little more than
an abused public can stand. It is well
known that we have & number of p.ominent
gentlemen in this province who take a deep
interest in all matters, both historical and
otherwise, relating to our forests, and more
particularly do they interest tbemselves with
the early history of native Indians. And
these gentlemen like myself are truthful and
God-fearing men, and if the standard of such
writers is not to be lowered we wust guard
against such imposters as Tom Sawlis.
