Every Parifi, Seigneurie or Townfhip is to be
divided by the Grand Voyer into as many Divi-
fions, not exceeding ninc, as he thall judge pro-
per and neceflary, and to each of thefe Divifions
he is to allotan Overfeer of Highways and Bridges,
(Sous-Voyer) who fhall be chofen and elefted by
the Houfchelders inevery fuch Parith, Seigneurie
