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Clause A.

“ Section sixteen of the said Act is hereby so amended as to allow any Steamboat
to carry two life boats, each capable of sustaining, inside and outside, thirty persons, and
fitted as provided by the said section (as amended by any subsequent Act) instead of one
life boat, capable of so sustaining fifty persons.”

The said amendments, being read a second time, were agreed to.
