The university has set up a Dean
of Students search committee,
chairman of which is Academic,
Robert Burridge. Dr. Burridge
explained some of the responsa-
bilities of the Dean of Students,
what qualitications such a person
should have, and the progress and
procedure of the committee.

The Dean of Students holds a
very "challenging position." He is
the student ombudsman and pro-
vides a strong liason between
University Administration, Faculty,
and Students. He has a very
important administrative role,
overseeing such areas as counsel-
ling services, health services,
residences, the SRC, orientation
programs, foreign student pro-
grams, and many more. In
summation, the five basic func-
tions he must be concerned with
are welfare, control, activity,
teaching, and communication. All
his duties are in some sense
studentyelated.
