The largest
pipes which are immediatety in front over
the case are, together with the smaller pipes
in view, symmetrically arranged and
bqnuufuliy ornamented. ~ The power is sup-
plied from the electric light works by mears
of a Kay motor attached to the instrument
which operates on a Sturtevant fan. This
fan keeps the bellows constantly filled with
air thereby ensuring a regular and even
supply of wind for the pipes. The cost of
the instrument is about $4,000, and we congra-
tulate Dr, Kilroy on the fact that it is almost
paid for.
