ST, PETERSBURG, Masch 21— The
Actidemy - of < Science has just. dls-
patched ‘a ‘well-equipped expedition: to
the valley of Santauriakh, in northern

Siberia, in order to excavate the re-
mains of the mammath which has been

‘discovered about 200 miles from the

viillage of Kasachia.

The eranium and part of the right
forelegs were exposed through the ac-
tion of water, and hair-covered flesh
was found adhering to the . bones.
The Arecti¢ foxes had actually begun
to eat it, and water has now been
poured oven the expesed remains so
as to form a protective coating of ice.

The scene of the discovery is so re-
mote that the jourfiey there will oc-
cupy two months. The remains will be
transported by some fifty sleighs,
drawn by reindeer, to the River Lerna,
and the final stages of the journcy,

{ from Trkutsk to St. Petersburg, will be

completed by train.

Russia scientists attach the greater
value to the discovery, inasmuch as
the mammoth now exhibited in the
Zoological Mugeum at St. Petersburg
is' known not to have reached . full
Gevelopment. It is estimated to have
attaired only twenty.five years.

Theze mammoths  are belleved to
have lived about 100,000 years ago. The
remaing of

servation that some of the remnants
of flesh, after being thawed, salted and
cooked, were actually eaten ocut of
curiosity by some Russian scientists.

Confess t{o Series of Bru-

tal Murders

BOMBAY, March 21.—The Pioneer
Mail publishes details of .a terrible
series of murders which have been re-
cently brought to light in the town of
Bangalore. 20 }

A gang of flve men are under arrest,
baving by their own " confession ad-
mitted to a number of gruesome
crimes, the vyietims ‘all being young
men, According to the miscreants’ con-
fession, no fewer than eight youths
have been done to death in various
parts of the eity. In each case the
bodies, after b2ing stripped of all
valuables, were buried in the ecourt-
yards of houses or otherwise disposed
of, and three graves which have been
dug by the police, acting on- the in-
formation ‘supplied by the murderers,
haye been found to.contain. the re-

mains of five corpses.

After-the five bodies were unearthed
the police were énabled to take fur-
ther steps,. which resulted in.the dis-
covery. of two more. unforfunate - vic-
tims. “The adcused; . after. interroga-
tion; ‘conducted ~some officialy."to a
house -ing Calvary road, situated in a
well-frequented permanent police beat,

ahd pointed’out the floor of the kitchen |

under- which they stated a boy was

" buried. On digging down .&ix feet the

corpse Jf a youth was discovered, who
had seemingly, from the position of the
body and the coentortions of the limbs,
beeén interred alive. The murderers re-
lated that the lad was decoyed to the
housé,  and, ‘as usual, dosed-with poi-
son, this time chloral, which, not tak-
ing effect sufficiently, they tried ehloro-
form.. Before the boy. was:suffciently
unconscious the men were disturbed
by a noise’in the street, so they hur-
riedly buried' him without cutting his
throat, after removing all ' valuables.
For the officials’ inspection the misare-
ants ‘produced from a cupboard. in the
wall a' bottle’ contatnirig’ chloral mix-
ture ‘ with’ which they’ had: dosed the
deceased. The body was later identi-
fied by the parents as their 18-year-old
son. It is now awaiting a post-mortem.
This murder it is alleged was commit-
ted as far back as October 9.

Further investigation8 are being
made, and the greatest excitement pre-
vailg in the city.
