ALLIES WILL UNITE

(Continued from page 1)

London, Nov. 10.—Russia will
save Roumania from the Teuton men-
ace this autumn and winter and next
spring will have the strongest army
she hos had since the war began,
General Brussiloff told Stanley Wash-
burn, The Times’ corresnondent at
Russian headcuarters. on the Car-
pathian front vesterday. General
Brussiloff commands all the Russian
armies that made the great sweep
into Geolicia in the summer.

“I speak with authority when I
say that from the common coldie”
up the united sentiment of Russia is
that Roumania should be protected,
helped and supnorted in every PpoS-
sible way?"” said the Russian com-
mander.

“The koumanians must feel faith
in the great heart of the Russian
people,” Ceneral Brussiloff contin-
ued. “They must know that in the
efforts we are making to save them
this sentiment is the dominant fae-
tor, not merely a question of our
own self-interest to protect our left
flank.

«Roumania is now feeling for the
first time the pressure of war and the
bitterness of defeat,-but Roumania
must realize that defeats are but in-
cidenis of a greater campaign. Be-
hind her stands great Russia, who
will see that her brave little ally,
who came into the war for a just
cause does not ultimately suffer for
daring to espouse the cause far which
we are all fighting. ;

The war is won to-day, though it
is merely speculation to attempt to
estimate how much longer will be
required before the enemy is con-
vinced that the cause for the sake pt
which they have drenched Europe in
blood, is irretrievably lost.

«personally, never since the be-
ginning have I believed th‘at the en-
emy had a chance of winning. While
they were able to continue success-
ful offensives, it is difficult for them
to realize that they are not approach-
ing a successful peace. This unn-
mers operations mark a definite
process of defeat. That process dates
from the time when the alhes,_co-
ordinating their programmes, seiz2d
from the enemy the capacity for con-
tinuing the offensives and dictating
their strategy to us.

“From the beginning of the oper-

ations this summer on the Russian
southwestern front, the enemy has
lost control of the situation. ‘In
gpite of his superhuman efforts to
regain the initiative he has utteriy
failed to do so. Again and again on
this front the enemy’s design to
block our plans and throw us baek
on the defensive has been ruined by
the valor and fortitude of our heru-
ic troops.
“Simultaneously our brave allies
in the west, were beginning 4 sun-
mer’s campaign which must by now
have demonstrated to the German
high command that Wwith all its ma-
terial, it can construct no defences
which the French and British can-
not surely, if slowly, destroy. Italy,
too, has had successes.

«Jf there remains any Germans
who are still hopeful of their cause,
let them realize that to-day, when
the Central powers already have lost
the initiative, and are finding diffi-
culty in refilling their ranks, Rus-
sia has not yet reached the zenith of
her power.

«gurely no intelligent German
It is simply a
question of how long they are willing
te continue the war of which the eml
is absolutely foreshadowed to-day.

<Russia’s full power will only be
approached next year, when we shall
have the largest and best army since
the beginning of the war. Even this
year we have been obliged to conduet
our offensive with an inferiority ot
| material and heavy guns. Next year
we shall have material in equality
with the enemy and a superiority in

It would
have been serious had the Germans
been able to pierce the Carpathiane
and enter Roumania, but I believe
this last attempt of their’s to regain
the initiative somewhere is doomed
to perish as all other attempts of the
summer campaign have perished.”
