Mopping Up Operations,

With the British Army in France,
Sept 3.—(By the Associated
Press).—The fighting along the new
Briticsh line in ithe Havrincourt-
Gonzeaucourt sector to-day was con-
fined mainly to mopping up opera-
tions which were being conducted at
various points by the aggressors.
Havrincourt village was heing hom-
harded ficreely by the German artil-
lery, however, that the enemy might
make another thrust at any itime in
an attempt to regain positions about
Mavrincourt, which they had been
ordered to hold at all costs.

More than 100 prisoners were cap-
fured yesterday and the German cas-
nalties were severe, The fighting
vesterday was bhitter, esnecially in its
final stages as the British reached
hich ground.

The dealers have agreed to use
their best judgment and deliver sup-
plies of coal as received to the best
advantage, and will make a return at
the middle and end of each month
of the tonnage delivered.

In aldition to this, the city = has
made arrangements with the Stand-
ard Coal Company for the supply as
rapidly as possible, up to one thou-
sand tons, of the requirements of
soldiers’” wives and families, This
distribution will be handled by the
Standard Coal Company in conjunc-
tion-with the Brant Patriotic Asseci-
ation. --

METZ WITHIN RANGE

Americans Continue Prog-
ress After Eliminating
Mihiel Salient

13,000 HUNS TAKEN

New York, Sept. 14.—The Asso~
ciated Press to-day issues the follow-
ing: )

The Americans are continuing
their advance after eliminating the
St. Mihiel salient. From Pagny
across the Moselle River rmm Ger-

vances h!tly toward t’he northwest
to Fresnes. This reduction of the
front line from some forty to twenty
miles places at the disposal of- the
Allied commanders. an enormous
force of men for future operations in
this sector, or on other frouts.

Having accomplished the task of
wiping oult the salient, the offensive
movement continues to-push forward
and the further straightening of the
line is probable. The Americans at
this stage of the drive command posi=
tionk favorable for a direct invasion
of German territory, if such.a course
should be decided upon. Although
the important German ‘fortress ' of
Metz is in no immediate danger, its
outlying fortifications ' are within
range of American heavy guns at
Pagny. Metz itself furnishes an exs
cellent target for Allied airmen, who
already have taken advantage of thé
opportunity and dropped many bor.bs
on railway stations and military
ctores in the city and vicinity. With
its strong outer protection of forti-
ficailons a frontal attack on Metz
could hardly be expected, but an out-
flanking movement by the Americans
on the west or by the French and
Amnericans from the south would
force to evacuate both the fortress
‘and the territory surrounding it.

In their haste to get out of the
salient with as little logs of men and
ruilitary supplies as possible the Ger-
mans left the railroad from Verdun
to Commercy, Toul and Nancy virt-
ually intadt. The capture of this line
of railway adds greatly to the facil-
ity of troop movemenu towards Ver-
dun, which has been a great handicap
to the Allies in the past, :

In the first few hours of their oper-
ations as a distinet unit, the Ameri-
cans have dniven the enemy out of
thirty villages, many strongly forti-
fied positions prepared during the
four years of their occupation of the
salient- and captured more than
13,000 prisoners and large quantities
of guns and other military matter.
Prisoners are still coming to the rear
and no attempt hag yet been made to
estimate the quantity of enemv sup-
plies’ captured.

On other fronts the Allies con-
itinue their pressure against the Ger-
man lines. Cambrai and St. Quentin
are in danger of being outflanked by
the British and French. West of St.
Quentin French troops have occupied
the village of Savy and northwest of
the town the British have gained
ground after local ﬂxht!ng with the
enemy ‘in  which ' prisoners were
taken. The British also have made
progress southwest of Labassee and
are pressing forward® on Auchy-les-
Labassee. Farther north German
attacks on new British positions at

Havrineonrt were ' repulsed’  with
heavy losses.
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
