Editor, there are other member: at the coun-
cil board who live in the suburbs of the city,
and it is all one to them what our increase
for light taxation may be, for these gentle-
men are exempt from light and weter rates.
Therefore they only want two more mem-
bers to side with them and there is a tie
vote, and we all know there are a strong
combination to secure two more. But I

us from the great burthen which this electric
businees is calculated to bring upon wus
through the iuflarnce of gas and electric
light companies.

1bat neitber of the engineers in charge of the
said engines an make them work properly,
Task you to sllow me in justice to myself
and for the intormation of the citizens gen-
erally, to state a fow facts in your next is-
sue. .
I claim thatif the valves of the engines
are set as directed in Gaskill's book of in-
structions [whbich we bave at the water-
works engine room] 80 a8 to use the steam
expansively, there will be no trouble what-
ever, the engines will work smoothly and
wili require less ocal than they will by any
other manoer of rapviog them.

1 bave time and again set the valves as
they should be and bave demonstrafed to
the water committee that a coosiderable
saving of féel can be effected by running
the engined in the way which the makers in-
tended they should be run.

But as often s ] bave placed the valves
in the propee position they bave been shift«
ed to a different position, aod the result is
very much more coal is used than ought to
be, and the citizens bave to pay the bille.

The proper way to operate the engiges is
to allow the steam to enter the valve ¢’ ests
at full boiler pressure, keeping thesthiottle

Whal Mr. Gibson and His Help
Told the Labor Commission.

The Cotton Combination--A
Savings Bank, Post Office

And Customs Officer Wanted at
Marysville—Help all Contented.

The labor commisrion proceeded to N¥arys-
ville yesterday afternoon, where they were
kept pretty buey all the afternoon and even-
ing taking evidence concerning the thriving
industries of that place. They were met by
Mr. Gibson, who sbowed them through th
large cotton mill, and gave them every in-
tormation sbout his industries Mfore their
sittings began. The commissioners, one
aad all, speak very highly of their reception

at Marysville.
Mr. Gibson,

in giving evideace, said that he manufac-
tured about 25 million of lumber in deals,
boards, and scantling, about 16,000,000
latbs, 14,000,000 shingles. Laat year he
Rave employment to about 700 men in the
woods getting out logs. Their wages run
frem $16 to $22 a month. He employed
about 200 men streamdriving, and they
would earn from $1 to $3 a day. Ia the
shingle will the men got from $1 to $2.50 &
day, and there were about 60 of them em-
ployed at this work. [n the saw mills thers
were all told about 75 bands receiving from
$1.25t0 $2.50 per day. In the brickyard
there were at present 20 men employed.
They were just commencing bere. The
men that were employed in the winter get-
ting out logs, usually found employment in
the dull ‘season streamdriving, workiog in
sad aboit the saw mill, and some of them
on the rilway, while others went to work
on their farms. The saw mill runs about
seven months out of the year.

The cotton mill was in operation ibe
whole year round, exceptiog a day or two
now aod sgaim. Both the saw mill and cot-
ton mill were run on the ten-hour system.
The hands are paid once s mounth. Fome of
them are paid in cash and some take goods
out of the store, but they were not compell-
ed by any manner or means to take their
pay in this way. He had been in business
for 45 years, and during all that time he
never hired s men with any other under-
standing than on the cashbasis. He thought
the goods were sold at his'store as cheap as
they could be got elsewhere, or else his
haods would not buy there. The store was
run solely for the couvenience of the opera-
tives and not Yor any monetary speculation.
The men that were working in the woods
could ot get along yo'y well witbout get-
ting theirsupplies imthat way. He thought
_there were about 425 haods on the pay roll
of the cotton factory. The greater propor-
tion ' of his banda lived in his tenement
bouses. He reated the brick double tene-
ments for $80, each part baving six or seven
rooms. He could have more tenants if he
had more houses. He never beard any of
Jhem grumble about the condition of the
bouses. 7They had had asystem of fines in
the cotton mill for bad weaviog, but it hed
become about absolete. One month these
fines amounted to $126. He thought he
could stand that loss, and so told the man-
ager that he better abandon the system. He
never had any trouble from the start in gell-
ing bis cotton. He was now selling it all
over Canada. He mentioned particularly
| Galt and Toronto. He was aware there was
| & cotton combination, and at their last
meeting, beunderstood, that they decided
to boycott him. Oae result of this was that [
he had made up bis mind to place in 100}
more looms in his factory. He had never
bad & letter from the combination statiog !
that they were going to boycott him, but he '
woderstood so. He bhad never Beard ‘any
grumbliog from the hands about being paid "
once u month. If any of them wished money |
between pay days, they were never refused
it. There had never been any liguor sold ia |
Marysville, and there never would be as
long. as he had the swing. What little ‘
liquor was brought in the place was brought
by the men over from Fredericton. The
hands rule that he had were very intel
ligent; and in most every flaf of the fuctory
among the female operatives there could be
found a number that would make good
clerks. In speaking of the public buil lings
in the piace, be said they stood in need of a
saviogs bank, s post office and & enstoms
officer. So far as be was concerned he was
perfectly williog to put up a bailding for
that purpose. ITe had spoken indirectly to
the government wbout the matter, but
nothiog bad been done as yet. There were
only three ports in the province that ex-
ceeded Maryaville in imports and exports.
Last year the exports of Marysville amount-
ed to $761,000; the imports, free and dutiable,
$418,200.  He thought the business would
increase 25%er cent. each year.

¢, 8. Goghas,

superintendent of the cotton mill, next gave
testimony. There were 425 hands employed
in the cotton mill, about 155 of them being
men, the remainder boys and women. A
good weaver sometimes earns as high as $9
& week ; the wages of expert weavers averag-
iug $1.25 a day. Ewmploy very few boys,
the youngest being 12 to 14 years old. At
the start these boys get from 40 to 65 cents &
day. There had been » system of fines in
the will, but there were none now, and never
would be as long as be was manager of the
mill. The system, to bis mind, was a fool-
ish and vorighteous one. The habits of the
hands in the mill were the best of say mill
be bad ever been in. The wages would
compare favorably with any mill he bad
seen in the United States. He thought,
considering the advantages they poss«ssed,
they could live cheaper in Marysville than
wost places.

The
overseers in the mill had the power of dis-
charging as well as hiring. Ifa hand wish-
ed to leave before pi¥ day they would have
to wait until psy day for it. These bands
would never be docked for being late uuless
they were yery late. He bad never noticed
auy digsatisfaction smong the hands.

[n the evening the testimonies were all
from employes.

munity. Aod that a jadge sho:ld bLe al-
lowed to prosecute be:ore Lis awn court,
to judge and condemn anyone whom he
may think bas been guilty of contempt
towards him, is a thing altogether inad.
wissible. If he has been libelled the re-
course open toany other citisen is open to
him. That any half boozy individual may,
becaus s he happens to be a judge,consider
himself i and thereup
the who has offended him, and
in his own court condemn or cause his
brother judges to condemn him, instead
of seeking redress by the ordinary and
pro, course of law, in an oft-nce
against the liherties of any free people.
The people of this country have put up
with a great deal, but their patience
should not be tried too far.

The labor cornmission began its “labors’’

ternoon, examined two witnerses, whose
evidences were published in lastissus. The
examioativn occupied in all about twenty
mioutes, sud no more witnesses were call-
ed dariog the remaioder of the afiernoon.
After enjoying their Havanas for an hour
or 80 the commission adj>arned for supper.
After supper the commissioners, or those of
them who did not heve engagements cloe-
where, re-assembled in th: court house, ex-
amioed two more witnesies in about twinty
minutes, and then rested from their labors
again, The intermission was passing very
pleasantly when several young men entered
the rovm to see what was guing on, sad
there being two factory men among the
crowd these were induced to go upon the
stand. They were asked & few que-tions
and dismissed. After another pleasant in-
termission, the commission adjouraed its
sittings in Fredericton sine die.

The members of the commission are a very
pleasant, genial lot of men, all good tories,
and koow huw to make the best out of the
“luborious’” duties the government has im-
posed upon them. To compensate them for
their trouble, the government allows them
$4 8 day for hotel expenses, free ** passes’
o0 all the ilway and steamboat lines, be-
sides their salaries—in all $10 each per day,
and it is understood they prefer working by
the day. The commission numbers in all
about sixteen members, ouly one balf of
whom are in this province, the other portion
laboring st preseat i2 Oatario.

Alfred Edgecombe,

of Edgecombe's carriage factory, gave evi-
dence befure the commission during the
evening. They employed about 35 hands in
their factiry. The factory was in opera-
tion all the year round. They sowelimes
slackened op a little in the fall to get things
straightened out, then about three-quarters
time. They paid the men every Saturday
night. They kept aboat 13 appreutices,
payiog them $1.50 a week fur the first year,
$2 the second, $3 the third, and $4 50 the
fourth year. They did not manufactare
their own wheels. These they imported
from the United States.

Com.—Wby do you not
wheels from Canadu?

Mr. Edgecombe—The Canadian wheel was
an inferior make, the material not being as
good as the American. He would rather
import from the Uaited States and pay the
bigh rate of duty.
