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Food in Parliament.
His Maiden Speech.— Seconding the 

Address in Reply to the Speech 
from the Throne.

Mr. Josiah Wood said:— Mr. 
Speaker, I rise to second the reso­
lution which has been -eo ably 
moved by the bon. the junior member 
for Pic ton, and in doing so will, 

r with your permission, offer a few 
.observations upon some of the sub- 
jects„auggested for our consideration 
by the Speech from the Throne. 
The opening paragraphs refer to 
the peace and general prosperity 
t/hat prevail throughout the country. 
That daring the pàat few years 
prosperity has returned, that har­
vests have been abundant, that 
manufacturers have found increased 
demand for their products, that new 
interests have been established, that 
confidence exists in commercial 
circles, snd that there Is activity in 
trade In a marked and happy contrast 
with the depression and distrust of 
former years, are facts which I feel 
Will be universally and, gratefully ac­
knowledged, and I assume it will 
not be deemed desirable to occupy 
the time of this Houso during the 
present session at any length in dis­
cussing how far these results are 
daétotheoperaitïenof thepolicy which 
gives increased protection to home 
industries which the Liberal Con­
servative party advocate, and which 
they hav# taken the responsibility of 
adopting in the Government of the 
country ; nor yet to establish the op­
posite view that

NATURE AND PROVIDENCE

have been so lavish in their gifts to 
this country that this prosperity has 
come unaided by and even in de? 
fiance of human legislation. These 
questions are of great interest aad 
public importance, but I conceive 
their discussion at the present time 
would not be productive of great 
practical good, for the reason that 
the course which the present Ad­
ministration thought proper to pur­
sue in dissolving Parliament at the 
close of its last session, and appeal­
ing to the people on this question, 
with the verdict which they have 
given, render it sufficiently clear 
that they regard it as one which 
meets their wants and wishes—one 
which they have resolved to main­
tain, and one which must there 
fore, for years to ceme, continue to 
be the settled of this Dominion. Re­
ference is also made by his Excel­
lency to hie visit to Brit ish Columbia, 
to the natural resources of the 
country, the development of which 
will be assured by the completion of 
the

CANADA PACIFIC RAILWAY^ *

as well as to what has been accom­
plished during the past year towards 
the attainment of that end. It is 
gratifying to myself, and must be 
gratifying to every member of this 
House, to learn that already the 
work of constructign ie completed 
for a distance ofÜpwards of 6t)0 
miles west from Winnipeg, and that 
the road has been opened for traffic, 
and is now in actual operation for a 
distance of upwards of 1,000 miles 
west from Lake Superior ; that 
satisfactory progress has been made 
in British Columbia, and that upon 
the eastern and more difficult section 
between Callendar station and the 
line from Prince Arthur’s the work 
is being curried forward with so 
much vigor and success, even dur­
ing the present winter months; and 
further that with the branch lino 
now in course of construction to 
Algoma Mills, and the steam com 
rounicatiori to be established in Lake 
Superior, we may hope, by the close 
pf another season, to have(

greatly improved facilities 

for transporting the produce of the 
west to our Atlantic seaports. And 
these statements will be received 
with the greatest pleasure at the pre­
sent time for the evidence they fur­
nish of the ability and determina­
tion of the company to whom the 
construction of this great work has 
been entrusted to carry it forward 
successfully to its completion, and 
their effect must be to strengthen 
the conviction in this House and 
throughout this country that not 
only is it their intention honorably 
to adhere to and fulfil the obligations 
of their contract, bating before 
tj^Nme stipulated for its completion 

bave expired the work of con- 
sti^tion will be finished, and they 
will have famished as a great na­
tional highway across this continent 
through Canadian territory “from 
ocean to ocean.” I have also listen­
ed with pleasure to my honorable 
friend’s allusions to the benefits that 
have resulted, as seen in the im­
provement and settlement of the 
cqmgey. We must all

X^ONTEllPLATB WITH PLEASURE

the extent and wonderful fertility 
of the territory that has by this 
means been rendered available for 
settlement, of the influx of popula­
tion and increase in value of land 
that has followed, of the surprising 
rapidity with which villages and 
towns and cities have sprang into
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existence, and grown in population 
and «wealth and commercial Import­
ance. Those who regard unfavor­
ably the terms of the present con 
tract endeavor from these facts to 
•how that the profits of the com 
pany^upon this transaction will be 
excessive, and argue a lack of prod 
ence in the Government in propos­
ing or assenting to the term» of the 
present contract. I only hope that 
any efforts in that direction, in so 
far as they are based upon the facta 
to which I have alluded, may bo 
successful An examination of this 
contract shows that it is based upo* 
a principle which, I believe it will 
be universally admitted, should form 
the basis of every business transac 
lion—the principle that contracts 
should bo

MUTUALLY ADVANTAGEOUS

to both contracting parties. It will 
be remembered that at the time when 
this contract was signed the lands of 
the North West had bat a nominal 
value, and if the rise in value since 
had been more rapid than was then 
anticipated, it is principally due 
to the fact that by the terjnfr of that 
contract it became the interest of 
those contractors to push forward 
that work with an energy unparallel­
ed in the history of the world; and, 
farther, if any hen. member of this 
House can show that in consequence 
of the enhanced value of land in the 
North-West, or of the growth of rail 
way traffic in the future, the com­
pany will reap larger returns for 
the work they have performed and 
the capital they have invested than 
they or we expected, such informa­
tion will be of the greatest value, 
for it will enable us to show that at 
the same time and in the same pro­
portion the same causes will add to 
the wealth and multiply the advan­
tages that will result to the Govern­
ment and people of this country. 
But, Mr. Speaker, whatever doubts 
may exist as to the wisdom of the 
policy pursued in the construction of 
that

GREAT NATIONAL WORK,

or for the improvement and settle­
ment of the North-West, no reason­
able doubt can at this time remain in 
any mind as to the ability of this 
country to provide for the expend!-' 
lure involved and meet the liabilities 
incurred in that great undertaking. 
The year that is passed is one in 
which the events that have transpir­
ed, the progress that has been marie, 
and the experience that has been 
gained mast tend to dissipate our 
fears, and strengthen the faith of 
us all in the future. The past year 
has brought ns as if by magic close 
upon the time when the West will 
become a great and growing market 
for Eastern manufactures, and when 
our Eastern cities will consume ie 
greatly increased quantities the pro­
ducts of the West. It leaves us in 
the dim early dawn preceding the 
bright morning of that day when our 
people will bo able to send the pro­
ducts of both their fields and their 
factories across the far off “ Rockies, 
and exchange them for gold of the 
Pacific const, and when ocean steam 
ers inconstantly increasing nembers 
will come not only to our Atlantic 
bat our Pacific seaports, and bring 
the tea and sugar, and costly silks 
and all the luxuries of foreign lands, 
and take away the surplus of our 
products to the markets of the 
world. Reference is subsequently 
made to the present 
FINANCIAL CONDITIONS OF THE COUN­

TRY.

This subject will be dealt with fully 
and in detail bv the Hon. Minister 
of Finance when he delivers his 
budget speech. I beg to be in­
dulged while I refer briefly to some 
points of more than ordinary im­
portance and significance. The 
revenue of the past year has been 
largely in excess of that of 1881 or 
any previous year, reaching, from 
all sources, to more than $88,300,000. 
The expenditure for cost of Govern 
ment, maintenance of public works, 
subsidies to provinces, interest on 
our debt and other chargea, shows an 
increase, though not in the same pro­
portion—reaching, including pay­
ments on account of sinking funds, 
upwards of $27,000,000, leaving a 
surplus of $6,800,000 for the fiscal 
year. The returns of the Depart­
ment of the Interior show receipts 
from the sale of Dominion lands 
amounting to $1,700,000* which 
with the sum already named, leaves 
a total surplus of $8,000,000 in the 
public treasury. The expenditure 
on public works, including pay­
ments on account of the Canada 
Pacific Railway and Dominion 
lands, approximate $7,850,000. This 
amount, which you will note" is 
properly chargeable to capital 
account, will be provided for by tbo 
surplus I have named, and if to the 
balance of the surplus then remain­
ing we add the payments on sinking 
fund account, the resul^ will show a 

REDUCTION IN THE NIT DEBT 

of the Dominion for the fiscal year 
of nearly one and three-quarters 
millions. If we take the y eats 1881 
and 1882 together, the expenditure 
irr Public Works chargeable to 
Capital accounts, will bo upwards 
of $15,500,000 and tbc sum will he 
so far provided for from surplus 
revenges that the addition to our 
debt will not reach $1,250,000. 
The opinion has in the past 
prevailed to some considerable 
extent that the public works which 
we have undertaken iu this country 
were of such great magnitude, and 
their coat so enormous, that the 
debt thus created in their con­
struction would involve an abnual

Interest charge which, added to the 
other necessary expenditures, wonld 
reach a sum beyond that which we 
could hope to receive from the 
ordinary sources of revenue. The 
financial exhibit to which I have 
just alluded will correct that im­
pression if it still exist in any mind, 
and not only will its beneficial in- 
flnence be felt at heme, bat we have 
evidence to show that the improved 
financial condition of the country 
has already exerted abroad a most 
important influence in our favor, 
especially on the minds of capita­
lists in other countries. This evi­
dence we find in the increased value 
of Dorai» ion bonds. I note that Ca­
nadian debentures bearing 4 per 
cent, interest, and maturing in 
1905, were quoted at 91 and 98 in 
January; 1879. The same debon 
tares arc quoted at 104 and 105 in 
January, 1888, an advance in four 
years of 12 per cent., and it is also 
worthy of note that from the re­
latively low vaine they formerly pos- 

rissessed, they hayg gradually risen 
until they occapytc-day tbo highest 
place among colonial securities up­
on the London market (cheers) and 
this result is to us the more Im­
portant at the present time, for the 
reason that $30,000,000 of our bonds 

WILL SOON MATURE, 

and as you have already heard 
bill will be introduced during' the 
present session to provide for their 
redemption. This loan, upon which 
has been paid an annual interest 
charge of $1,500,000, or at the rate 
of 5 per cent, per annum, can at 
present be replaced with boids at 4 
per cent., and selling at a premium, 
effecting an annual saving of $300,- 
000. (Cheers.) Permit roe also to 
direct attention to another point 
The trade returns of 1881-82 show 
a large iacrease in the imports and 
consumption of silks, satins, and 
fancy goods over the years immedi­
ately preceding, and it ie understood 
that the value of these goods enter­
ed for consumption during 1883 will 
exhibit a still greater increase, and 
will exceed that of 1882 by upwards 
of $1,500,000, or nearly 50 per cent.
I am eleo informed that the returns 
will show a large increase in the im­
portation of cotton and wollengoods, 
netwi thstanding the increased quanti­
ty manufactured in the country, prov­
ing a large increase in the consump­
tion of goods, euc^i as bruesels, 
tapestry carpeting, china-ware, 
silver-plated ware, wines and 
liquors. The same will be 
found troc of the importation as 
well as the manufacture of boots 
and shoes, and many other articles. 
These figures are important not only 
because they indicate the return of 
prosperity, bat because they prove 
as well that prosperity is shared in 
by all classes of our society. This 
cannot be better illustrated than in 
the article of tea, in the consumption 
of whieh there has been an enormous 
increase the past two years, some­
thing upwards of 60 p. c., indicating 
that consumption has beeome more 
general and embraces a class of 
people, whom in times of greater 
scarcity and want are compelled to 
deprive themselves of this, the very 
commonest luxury of our lives. Fears 
have been entertained that the pre­
sent tariff would bear unfairly upon 
the poor,>man. Its operation thus 
far tends to. show that it

DOES NOT DISCRIMINATE

against the poor man’s interest, and 
in the burdens it imposes it does not 
oppress the weak, but, on the con­
trary, that while the wealthy and in­
dependent classes have since it came 
into operation beeu indulging more 
freely in the luxuries of life, there 
are more comforts in the poor man’s 
house, and fewer half-clad and ill-fed 
children in our streets. If future 
evidence is wanted to confirm this 
view it can be found in the increase 
in the deposits in the chartered 
bonks and Government savings 
banks during tho last four years. 
The returns show an increase ex­
clusive of Government deposits 
during the time mentioned aie"up­
wards of 43 million dollars, the In­
crease in the Savings Banks alone 
being upwards of 13 million dollars. 
While the former denote that gener­
al prosperity prevails, the latter, it 
Ib well known, are principally 
made ^up of small sums from 
the savings of the poorer 
classes of our people, and I know of 
no better evidence to prove the im­
proved condition of the labouring 
classes, showing as It does that they 
have not only been able to supply 
their immediate wants, but also to 
provide against future needs. Not 
one who has listened to or read the 
public utterances of cur public men 
can entertain

A REASONABLE DOUBT

that the subject which most fully 
occupies tho thoughts and lies 
nearest to the hearts of the people's 
representatives ie the comfort and 
welfare of the poor man, and I, 
therefoie, feel warranted in saying 
that the information which the 
public records furnish, that among 
the workingmen income has exceed­
ed expenditure, and that a surplus 
bos been announced in the Budget 
speech in so many a poor man’s 

rod, will cause throughout the 
use universal and heartfelt plea­

sure, even though it may not awaken 
the same enthusiasm as the similiar 
announcements when they are made 
in the Budget speech of the Finance 
Minister of this Dominion. Op­
position was offered to tjie adoption 
of the present taiiff, based upon a 
theory that a tariff so highly protec­
tive was its character, and so tempt­
ing the field it opened for manufactur­

ing enterprise at hom \ would result 
in a decrease in our in pores and a rej

then was inadequate to meet our 
ordinary expenditure. It may now

should it be made. No doubt the. 
experience of the pat t Las suggest-
ed change, which fhev will deem of r‘he re-diri.ion of electoral district. 

6 New Brunswick will not be en-advantage to the cou> try to adopt, 
but at the present ti.no, when there 
are so many evidences of prosperity 
around us. when the ability of our 
people to enjoy so meny of the com­
forts and luxuries of life is so clearly 
demonstrated, and when itria known 
large expenditures must in the 
future continue to, be made upon 
public works found necessary for 
the development of our resources, 
although I recognize the desirability 
of lightening as far *s possible our 
taxation, I will still regret if, 
under these circumstances, any 
material cnanges should be pro­
posed the effect of w hich would be 
not only to reduce our antial surplus, 
but to increase more rapidly jour 
debt and and imperil or weaken our 
credit abroad. My remarks thus 
far have had reference to the effects 
of the legislatioa in the past. I 
will say but little upon the prospec­
tive legislation of the present ses­
sion. Among the measures which 
will be submitted that which pro-! 
poses a franchise law for the Do­
minion will, I assume, excite most 
general interest. It is well known 
that at the present time the fran­
chise is under the control of tbo 
Local Legislatures of tho different 
provihoes, that the result is want of 
uniformity, a class of persons 
voting and having representatives 
here, in one province, that in an­
other aie denied that right, a state 
of things but should be no longer 
permitted to oxist. I am not aware 
upon what basis the Government 
will propose to fix the

FRANCHISE FOR THE FUTURE,

but I may venture to express the 
hope that in establishing uniformity 
the limitations which now exist in 
some of the provinces may be so far 
removed that the result will be 
upon the whole an extension of the. 
franchise, (Cheers.) The import­
ance of a measure to provide a valid 
licence law for the regulation of the 
liquor traffic will be readily appre­
ciated as well as the necessity of 
one to restrict within proper limits 
the class of labor that should find 
employment in our factories. The 
experience of other countries- has 
shown that the constant and regular 
employment of children in the facto­
ries at an early age injures their con­
stitutions, impairs their health, 
diminishes their mental vigor, and 
prevents intellectual development, 
and stringent enactments to prevent 
this evil have in the Old World 
been deemed necessary. At the 
present time the number of factories 
in the country suggests the import­
ance at the outset of surrounding 
the operatives with every possible 
safe-guard to protect them from the 
dangers to which I have nlinded, 
The advantage of consolidating 
portions of existing laws are too ap 
parent to need any comment, and I 
need bat remind you of sad dis 
asters that have recently occurred 
upon our inland waters, involving 
loss of property and more serious 
loss of life, to show the nerd of 
legislation which will tend to pre 
vent the recurrence of such scenes 
I have before me a statement of the 
casualties upon our lakes during the 
last two years, and find they have 
resulted in the loss of nearly 4 )0 
lives. It is impossible to say bow 
far these may be rightly attributed to
WANT OF EXPERIENCE AND EFFICIENCY

preoiate, and any kindness shown to 
mo as a mark of courtesy to them 
will be most gratefully and cheer­
fully acknowledged. Had this county 

kof Weatmorlannd two representat­
ives in this Parliament—a right 

lich with a population of nearly 
38,000 she may fairly claim-—I 
would*have had one of their number 
as my co’.letçpe hearo to-day, but 
tinder the existing circumstances I 
can only indulge the hope that 
when before' the next election the 
hon. leader of the Government 
brings in a gerrymandering bill for
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on tbo part of the officers in com 
mandfQor can wo presume to saj 
that accidents will aot occur despite 
our very beat efforts to prevent 
them, but while there are no certi­
ficates of competency, doubts and 
suspicions will necessarily arise in 
the public mind. In view of the 
rapid increase of trade upon our in­
land waters, and the corresponding 
increase in the number of steamers 
and sailing craft that navigate those 
waters, and in the interests of those 
who invest their capital in this 
this class of shipping, I see no 
reason why this branch of our mer 
cantlle marine should not be entitled 
to protection by tho same pro can 
lions that have been found neces­
sary upon, the broader waters of the 
ocean. In justice to masters and 
mates themselves, as well as for the 
protection of those who place their 
properly and lives under their 
control, a proper standard of effici­
ency and test of competency ahonld 
be established. I regret my in­
ability to address tho House even 
briefly in the French language, not 
only because it is the language 
spoken by so many of those who 
hear me, but because tho county 
which I have the honor of represent­
ing contains nearly 12,000 Frence- 
Acadiaes, and among them are 
numbered many of my
BEST FRIENDS jiND WARMEST SUP­

PORTERS.
It bas been intimated that to this 
fact is partly duo my selection lor 
this position of seconder, the duties 
of which I am now endeavoring to 
discharge. However that may bi, I

tirely omitted and the rights of 
Westmorland county will not be 
disregarded. In the meantime I am 
clad to know that a portion of the 
Fie'ach people of New Brunswick 
are so well represented by one who 
can claim with them a common 
language and nationality, as they 
are in the hon. member for Kent.

CONCLUSION.

Mr. Speaker, permit me in closing 
to make one personal allusion—the 
duties which have been imposed 
upon me to day are by parliamentary 
usage ordinarily assigned to the 
younger members cf this House. 
No one coaid have been chosen 
with more limited parliamentary 
experience than myself and no one 
could have risen to discharge this 
duty feeling more sensibly tho em­
barrassing surroundings of my 
position, for I Cannot forget that I 
am addressing many who have 
spent long years and won high 
honours in the public service—that 
I am for the first time surrounded 
by and associated with the men who 
in my earliest recollections were en­
trusted with tho management uf the 
public affaire of these provinces, then 
divided and comparatively unim 
portant, who have since united 
them, and formed this great Con­
federation—who framed the very 
constitution under which we now are 
sitting—and who since tho union 
Imve so successfully admiiistcred 
the affairs of this Dominion. I caa 
not divest ffiÿsélf of the conscious­
ness that for the first time in my 
life I form one of this body, and 
take part, though it be a very humble 
part, in tho deliberations of this 
Assembly, npog which rests the re­
sponsibility Of legislating for tlte 
future of a country whose rapH 
growth and development is at 
present time exciting universal sur­
prise and wonder ; that exhibits to 
day a wealth and diversity of re­
sources that is marvellous to our­
selves and to the' world ; a country 
that has just outgrown the depend­
ence of her childhood and exalts ir 
the freedom and growing strength 
of youth, and, conscious that the 
full vigor and power of her maturer 
years are yet unimpaired and par. 
tially developed, rejoices as she con 
templates the grand possibilities of 
her future destiny; a country which 
perhaps more than any other coun 
trv in the world at the present time 
is demanding wise and prudent and 
progressive legislation in order that 
to the fullest possible extent her 
material resourses and the happiness 
of her people may be ensured. Mr. 
Speaker, I most sincerely thank 
you, sir, and the honorable gentle­
men around me, for the very patient 
manner in which you have listened 
to my remarks, and I beg to second 
the resolution now before ns. 
(Cheers.)
