But in
California’ his condition became so bad
that he was placed under westraint
and finally was brought here and
placed in a sanitarium at = Amityville,
Long Island, Thera he remained sev-
eral months in a disheartening mental
condition.

Finally he began to recover and a !
faw - weeks ago he was taken to Chi-
eago, in which ¢ity he has spent -the |
greater portion of his life.  As he con-
| tinued to improve his relatives took him
to Texas, New Mexico, Awizona, and
finally to Los Angeles, where he now is,

! prove that his complete recovery is
practically assured.

His first plunge into the market was
made more than a year ago, when he
sold 1,000 shares of Interborough-Met-
ropolitan at a time when that stock
was holding around fifty-five and
when it was said that it  had been
“pegged at fifty.” It is a matter 01
Wall Street history that the “peg
was taken out, with the result that
men high in the councils of Tammany
Hall lost millions of dollars, the stock
tumbling to thirty almostin one day.

But Interborough-Metropolitan was
only one of the many stocks Uliman
sold. - He engaged to deliver a long
list of Northern Pacific, Great A\_'ort-h-
ern. Union Pacific and American Sugar.
United States Steel is said to have
thrown into the market in large quanti-
ties.

Exactly how much he has made it is
impossible to say at the present time.
One of his most intimate friends ex-

ressed the opinion that Ulllman’s stay
in an ingane asylum will have netted him
at least half a million dollars, and the
figures may be'far larger.

When Ullman- had so far rnm—er.ed
that it was thought safe to ask him
about ~ his business affairs he said he
had-no reeollection-of having gone into
the ‘market. - Little by little, however,
his - memory returned to him, and he
began to give assistanee to those who
were endeavoring to untangle the skein
of his financial affairs.

A few days-ago “Maxie” Blumenthal,
who' has heerr one- of  Ullman’s closest
friends, telegraphed - to him in Los
Angeles, congratulating: him on his re-
turn to health and- also -upen his good
forttme in the stock market. Now it
%0 happens that Blumenthal was one
of those who bought: stocks last winter
against Ullman’s advice, and his losges
were heavy. ‘The reply Blumenthal re-
‘oeived from California indicates  that
Ullman hag so far recovered as  to
have a keen appreciation of humor. His
telegram read:
