chair, resolutions were ‘passed that
the Federal Government be asked to
prohibit the importation of German
goods during the war, that a surtax
of 75 per cent. be imposed at the con-
clusion of hostilities, and that the ad-
mission to Canada of German immi-
grants be in future prohibited.

The allegation was made that Ger-
man goods imported through German
agents in the United States were now
on sale in at least one store in To-
ronto. The matter had been taken
up with the customs authorities and
was now under investigation by the
Department.
