I Othe* causes are electric, light 
ligna, sparking of street car wheels 
and trolley wires. Ignition system of 
automobiles, breaking and making 
of telephone connections, electric 
motors and generators due to spark- 
tog at brushes, etc.

Several of these disturbances can 
le obviated by care. The greatest 
enemy of’all, known as atmospheric 
or static, is the one thing which man 
eannot yet overcome.

We often hear one radio fan. In­
forming another “that static Was aw­
ful last night," but how many fans 
really know the meaning of the word? 
To nse simple terms, static electric­
ity is stationary. For instance, if 
you were to leave an aerial un­
rounded for any length of time. It 
ibuld collect electrons from the 
electrified particles of the atomsphere. 
N$w, should a person touch, this un­
rounded aerial and stand on thé 
damp soil, or any mçtaj çuJnstanqp/Mé 
or she would receive an electric 
shock, due to this collection of sta­
tionary electricity becoming mobile 
through the person’s body, to ground.

Hence we get the term static, 
meaning stationary electrons with no;
