Recover the Bodies.
Three new pastors, as a result of the 

itinerant system of the Methodist Church, 
made their advent in city pulpits yester­
day. They are Rev. J. W. Annis, Queen 8 
Avenue; Rev. Thomas Cullen, Askin Street, 
and Rev. B. Clement, London West. A 
brief introduction of each to the public will 
not be amiss.

REV. B. CLEMENT.
The above-named gentleman, who has 

been for 30 years in the ministry, was born 
at Hamilton in 1844. His primary instruc­
tion was imparted at the Dundas Metho- 
dist Academy—an institution now defunct 
—and pursued in its more advanced 
branches at Victoria College, Cobourg. In 
1862 he was received on probation and 
four years later ordained as a minister.

Mr. Clement’s charges have been: Milton, 
Ayr, Warford, Stratford Aylmer, Ridge- 
town and Petrolea. He has at different 
times occupied the position of chairman in 
the following districts: Aylmer, Ridgetownr 
Petrolea and Strathroy. During last year 
Mr. Clement, on account of his executive 
ability—which was doubtless stimulated 
by several years’ experience in 
mercantile pursuits prior to entering the 
ministry — occupied the position of 
financial agent in Alma College, St. 
Thomas. Under his foreseeing supervision 
this seat of learning made material progress. 
He is one of the best known and ablest 
ministers in the church.

REV. J. W. ANNIS.
The new pastor of the Queen's Avenue 

Methodist Church has always been an ex­
ceptionally brilliant student, and is, as a 
minister, gifted with unusual powers of 
eloquence. Forty-two years ago he was 
born in Durham county, where, during his 
early days, he attended the district school. 
After passing through the Collegiate Insti­
tute at 19 years of age lie entered the 
Methodist University in that town. In 
1876 he secured his degree of B.A., having 
served for three years on circuit work.

Mr. Annis' university course was at­
tended with admirable success. In his 
concluding year he demonstrated his 
scholastic attainments by carrying off 
several prises. He was awarded the Pan- 
shon prize for elocution and composi­
tion and another for elocution alone. 
In adjudging the former the literary con- 
struction as well as the deliverance was 
taken into account, while in the latter ex­
cellence of visible expression was the only 
criterion. The Cooley prize for ethics and 
the first prize in metaphysics were also 
secured by Mr. Annis. The subject of 
this sketch was chosen by the graduating 
class in his year to deliver its valedictory 
address.

Subsequent to graduation, Mr. Annis 
was ordained in the Peterboro Conference, 
and was settled for one year in Picton. On 
leaving this field of activity he assumed the 
pastorate of Spadina Avenue Church, 
Toronto, now the Broadway Tabernacle. 
Since then he lias labored in Scarboro, 
Allandale, Alliston, Barrie, St. Thomas 
and Chatham. It was while in the 
last mentioned place he was tendered 
an invitation to Queen's Avenue Church. 
In September, 1877, Mr. Annis was married 
to Louise, youngest daughter of Thomas C. 
Watkins, the well-known drygoods dealer 
of Hamilton. Mr. Annis early felt the call 
to the ministry.

It is to be regretted that throat trouble 
at present prevents Mr. Annis from actively 
entering upon the duties of his new pastor- 
ate. With rest and care, however, he ex­
pects soon to be able to occupy his own 
pulpit.

REV. THOMAS CULLEN.
Askin Street Methodist Church has 

secured a pastor of whom the congregation 
may well feel proud. He is Irish by birth 
and Scotch by ancestry. Rev. Thomas 
Cullen was born in the county of 
Fermanagh, a short distance from 
Enniskillen. When ho was 12 years

tue Elections in Germany.. LONDON, June 25.—It is stated that no 
attempt will be made to re­
cover the bodies of those who went down 
in the Victoria. The vessel lies in 480 feet 
of water, and it would be an almost im- 
possible task to recover the bodies. It is 
probable in the course of a few days a 
number of the bodies will float out from 
the hull, and all these will be watched for 
and given burial on land. Funds are being 
started in different parts of the country to 
aid those who have lost their supporters, 
gratifying subscriptions are being made to 
these funds, and it is believed that large 
sums of money will be raised. Among the 
prominent subscribers to the fund started 
by the Lord Mayor of London, is Queen 
Victoria, who has donated £100 to aid the 
stricken families.

A dispatch to the Exchange Telegraph 
Company from Malta states that the Vic­
toria was cut in two aft of the barbette. 
Most of those who lost their lives were 
drowned by being drawn under the water 
by the auction caused by the sinking ship. 
Vice-Admiral Sir George Tryon was picked 
up shortly after the foundering of his flag- 
ship and carried on board the battleship 
Edinburgh, one of the fleet under his com­
mand, where he died shortly afterward. 
The dispatch vessel Surprise, Commander 
B. F. Tillard, is expected to arrive at 
Malta to-morrow. She will convey to Malta 
the body of Rear-Admiral Tryon. The re­
mainder of the fleet is duo to arrive at 
Malta on Monday.

Rear-Admiral Albert H. Markham, who, 
since the death of Vice-Admiral Tryon, is 
in command of the British Mediterranean 
squadron, has telegraphed to the Ad­
miralty that the damage sustained by the 
Campordown in accidentally ramming the 
Victoria, proves upon examination to have 
been less than expected. He adds that 
though the vessel is seriously damaged, he 
hopes that she will be ready to proceed for 
Malta in a few days, where she will go in 
dock for repairs.

LONDON, June 25.—It is understood that 
Rear-Admiral Markham will be court- 
martialed with the officers of the Camper- 
down, as that vessel carried his flag as 
second in command of the squadron when 
she collided with the Victoria.

WASHINGTON, D. C., June 25.—The fol­
lowing cablegram was yesterday sent to 
the United States ambassador in London: 
“Convey to her Majesty expression of the 
heartfelt sorrow of the President and the 
people of the United States by reason of 
the appalling catastrophe to the Victoria.

Serious Riot in Rangoon.
RANGOON, June 25.—For several days the 

Moslems have been preparing to celebrate 
a religious festival to-day. This morning 
they were forbidden by Mr. Fleming, 
British magistrate, to sacrifice a cow near 
the Hindoo Temple. Mr. Fleming had 
threated yesterday to issue this order and 
the Mohammedans were greatly excited 
before the hour of sacrifice.

When the police appeared near the 
temple with the unnouncement the Moham- 
medans began storing them. The police 
charged without firing, but the Moham- 
medans held their ground stubbornly and 
fought back with sticks and stones. 
Mr. Fleming, who had gone to the 
put just as soon as trouble be- 

became imminent, and several policemen 
were wounded. The police withdrew,got 
re-enforcements and charged again, but 
without effect. Mr. Fleming then ordered 
them to fire. The volley was delivered at 
close quarters. Twenty Mohammedans 
fell dead and many more were wounded 
severely.

As the Mohammedans still refused to 
disperse the military were called out. 
Four companies charged ou the double- 
quick with fixed bayonets. The Moham- 
nedans dispersed slowly, still fighting, 

although many had been wounded in the 
charge of the troops. They gathered again, 
however, in a street a short distance from 
the temple. They were hardly dis- 
parsed before they reassembled in
another street. A desultory fight
between them and the troops has been In 
progress all the afternoon. All the military 
are occupied in clearing the streets. Many 
Mohammedans and Hindoos had been 
killed; scores have been wounded. Never 
theless they show no signs of yielding, but 
as fast as they are driven from one district 
gather again in another. The regulars and 
police are being reinforced by volunteers.

ELOPERS SHOT AND KILLED.

The Brother ol n Runaway Giri Takes 
a Terrible Vengeance.

CITY or MEXICO, June 28.—The police 
authorities here have been informed of a 
double tragedy enacted near the town of 
Tixela, in the State of Guerro.

Miss Iasdora Garcia, a beautiful girl, the 
daughter of wealthy parents, eloped with 
Javier Bolatzin, a well-known man of the 
same locality. When Juan Garcia, the 
brother of the girl, learned of the elope- 
ment he became terribly enraged and 

started in pursuit of the couple.
He overtook them as they were riding along a highway, and without a word drew 
pistol and fired several shots at the lovers, killing them both. Garcia then 

surrendered himself to the authorities.

DELUGED PLANTAT IONS.

Thursday, June 29.deal takes elect on
On July 1 an excursion will be run from 
Port Stanley to Cleveland, leaving prob­
ably Saturday evening. The Flora is a 
splendid passenger steamer and one of the 
finest in Mr. S. B. Grummond’s big fleet of 
50 boats. She is large, roomy, speedy, and 
equipped with all modern conveniences, in- 
cluding state rooms and cabins. Her 
capacity is 2,000 passengers. It is the 
intention to make the round trip every 
second day; that is, the steamer will leave 
Port Stanley one day and return the 
next. As there is every accommodation in 
the way of sleeping berths the regular 
trips may be made at night—the most con­
venient time for those bound on business 
and pleasure. Capt. Gardiner is known to 
many of the business people of London, 
whom he recently interviewed in regard to 
the project.

It is said that Mr. B. 8. Murray highly 
favors the establishment of the service, and 
was largely instrumental in inducing Mr. 
Grummond to make the move. It is also 
an understood fact that the Canadian 
Express Company will cover the 
steamship route, thus giving the 
latter a connection with the whole 
Canadian express system, which is 
in itself a considerable thing. The ex. 
press company will not put on a message 
service this year.

The fact that Mr. Grummond has decided 
to place his boat on the route, after con­
sultation with Mr. Jordan, would seem to 
indicate that the former has had some as- 
surance that the London and Port Stanley 
Railway will continue to be operated dur­
ing the summer months. The belief here 
is that the M. C R., when the quarter's rent 
is due next month, will make some sort of a 
proposition to the city or else hand over the 
amount due and run the line until the 
profitable summer season is over and then 
drop it.

THE THOUSAND ISLANDS.

Canada Trying to Dispose of Her 
Share.

OTTAWA, June 25. —T. M. Daly, Minister 
of the Interior, and M. Bowell, Acting 
Premier, have gone to Gauanoque to ar- 
range to revise the terms on which the 
Canadian Government has hitherto held 
the Canadian section of the Thousand 
Islands. Hitherto onerous conditions have 
prevented sales, and while nearly all the 
American islands are gone, 860 Canadian 
islands remain unsold. Mr. Daly has de­
cided to hold periodical auction sales, at 
which the islands will be put up free ot 
conditions. The first auction will be held 
at Gananoque early in August.

A. Crevasse in the Levee Near New 

Orleans 500 Foot Wide and Still
Extending.

WASHINGTON, June 25.—The weather! 
bureau observer at New Orleans reports| 
Rescue crevasse 500 feet wide and widen­
ing rapidly. About twenty large planta- 
tions and smaller places, aggregating some 
25 to 30 miles along; the river and fifteen 
miles deep, will be more or less under 
water, entailing a loss of about $1,000,000 
to crops in Iberville, Ascension, St. James 
and St. Johns parishes.

The overflow willl cross the country t< 
Bayou Fountain and Manchae, ultimately 
reaching Lakes Mau repas and Ponchartrain. 
The maximum stage has doubtless been 
reached. Late reports show stationary or 
falling river owing to the crevasse.

The Parachute Failed to Work.
CLEVELAND, June 25.—At Celino, O., 

yesterday C. E. Craig, a balloonist, at­
tempted to make a parachute jump. The 
parachute failed to work and Craig tell 300 
feet. He is still unconscious, but will 
probably die.

at Waldheim Cemetery. More than 2,600 
persons assembled at the burial grounds.

NEW YORK, June 25. —The 3:25 train 

from Jersey City ou the Newark branch of 
the Erie Railway struck a carriage near 
Avondale, N. J., at 4 o’clock yesterday 
afternoon. The carriage contained M rs. 
Williams, of Newark, and her 12-year-old 
daughter, and Mrs. Pruett, of Newark, 
and her two children, a boy aged about 3 
years and a girl aged about 5 years. The 
three children and Mrs. Williams were in- 
stantly killed.

Murdered.
LONDON, June 26.—The foul crimes of 

Jack the Ripper were again called to mind 
last night by a murder that was committed 
in Rotherhithe, a suburb a short dis­
tance to the southeast of London. 
The body of a woman belonging to the un­
fortunate class was found with the throat 
cut, the wound showing that the knife had 
been used from left to right as was the 
case in all the murders committed by the 
Ripper in the W hitechapel districtof London. 
Persons in the street at the late hour at 
which the deed was done state that they
