LONDON. June 21.—11:07 p.m.—The 
Anchor Line steamship Cameronia, 
under charter to the Cunard Line had 
a narrow escape from a submarine in 
the Irish Sea on her voyage from New 
York to Liverpool, according to Peter 
Fletcher of New York, one of the sa­
loon passengers. The Cameronia ar­
rived in Liverpool Sunday.

Mr. Fletcher says that during the 
run through the Irish Sea a subma­
rine came to the surface, showing the 
top of her conning tower. To save 
the Cameronia. Captain Kinnard head­
ed the vessel for the submarine, which 
dived. After passing over the spot 
where the underwater boat went down 
without finding any evidence that the 
steamer had collided with it. Captain 
Kinnard reversed the course of his ves­
sel and got away safely.

Mr. Fletcher added that the pas­
sengers on the Cameronia, although 
many of them saw the periscope of 
the submarine, were cool.

LONDON, June 21. — The House of 

Commons adjourned tonight after 
unanimously giving a first reading to 
the bill providing the new chancellor 
of the exchequer. Reginald McKenna, 
with a blank check, which may amount, 
at a maximum, to one thousand million 
pounds ($6,000,000,000).

The vote of credit for £250,000.000 
($1.250,000,000) passed last week by 
the House simply authorized the Gov­
ernment to spend that much for war 
purposes, but did not provide for the 
manner in which this sum should be 
raised. Tonight's enactment was in 
the form of a resolution, which em 
powers the Government to raise not 
only the £250,000,000 deemed neces­
sary to pay the cost of the war, at the 
rate of £3,000,000 sterling daily, for a 
limited period, but as much more as 
may be needed.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer 
made a long explanation of the 
proposed loan, and, in closing, said 
that on the technical questions as to 
the limit of the loan, it would be dan­
gerous to disclose the necessity for not 
fixing any definite sum, and he added 
that the only figures he could put in 
the bill was a maximum, which would 
cover all requirements of the new 
loan, including provisions enabling the 
subscribers to previous war loans and 
the holders of consols to participate. 
This maximum would not fall far 
short of a thousand million pounds 
sterling.

A Public Loan,
The new loan, which, as now provid­

ed for, is of an indefinite amount, will 
be Issued at par, will bear interest at 
the rate of 4]fc per cent, and will be 
redeemed at the option of the Govern­
ment between 1925 and 1945. While 
the Chancellor of the Exchequer Is to 
receive a blank check for £1,000,000,- 
000, he explained in hie speech that he 
did not say he was asking for this 
sum, and If he did not get it, the loan 
would not be a failure, as he really 
die not expect to get that amount, 
nor did he really want it. He deemed 
H advisable, however, to fix upon 
sum to meet adequately the necessities 
of the situation. The Chancellor said 
he wished to appeal to the patriotism 
of the country "to use its gigantic re 
sources to carry on the war success 
fully for ourselves and our allies," and 
added: "I want the public to lend the 
money In a way which will not oblige 
us to repay during the war."

Favorable Reception.
Although the stock, exchange had 

closed before Mr. McKenna’s statement 
was published, the proposed new loan 
is said to have met with a favorable 
reception in the financial districts, but 
it Is not yet possible to say how the 
terms of the loan will affect other kin­
dred issues, such as consols and last 
November's war loan.

The generous terms provided for 
holders of consols and the first war 
loan securities appear to meet the ob­
jections that have been urged in finan­
cial circles to the issue of a 4)4 per 
cent loan.

During the course of his speech In 
the House of Commons, the Chancel­
lor of the Exchequer, answering the 
suggestion that more money should be 
raised by additional taxation, said that 
it waa best to take one step at a time.
If, owing to the continuance of the 
war, it became necessary to find fur­
ther very large sums, it was obvious 
that additional taxation would have to 
be proposed, but, he added, that time 
had not yet come.

To Convert Old Loan.
There was some confusion in the 

House as to the precise terms on which 
holders of consols and the old war loan 
could convert their securities into the 
new loan. The Chancellor explained 
that for every £100 nominal of these 
older securities, the holder who wished 
to convert would be obliged to sub­
scribe for an additional £100 of the 
new war loan. For example, the 
holder of £100 worth of the old war 
loan stock must bring £100 In cash, 
the old war loan stock (issued at 95), 
and £5 cash, and would receive in re­
turn new war loan stock valued at 
£200. Consols would be convertible 
under the same terms on the basis of 
£75 of consols for £50 of the new loan.

The Chancellor concluded with the 
statement that the minimum the Gov­
ernment could set on the amount of 
the loan would he a sum sufficient for 
the conversion of all the old war loans, 
all the consols and annuities, in addi­
tion to a sum for voucher and other 
small investors.

After explaining the proposal that, if 
a higher rate of interest shouTO be 
offered on subsequent loans, holders of 
the forthcoming loan should receive the 
higher rate, Mr. McKenna continued. 

Appeals to Every Class.
“This is a great national appeal to 

every class for a great national pur­
pose."

The Chancellor then proceeded to ex­
plain the method by Which he intended 
to let the people utilize their savings. 
He said that while the 'minimum sub­
scription through the Bank of Eng­
land would be £100, the Government 
had In view three methods of issue to 
meet every class and purse—the first 
through the Bank of England; the. 
second, the sale of £5 to £26 bonds 
through postolfices; third, the sale of 
war loan vouchers for five shillings and 
multiples thereof. These vouchers will 
be offered for sale at postoffices, trades 
union headquarters, etc. They will 
carry interest at the rate of 5 per cent 
per annum for every complete calendar 
month. The vouchers, when a total of 
£5 has been purchased, will be ex­
changeable at postoffice for a £5 bond. 
This arrangement will give the work­
ing class every advantage accorded to 
others.

The allotments will be made on ap­
plication and the lists will be closed 
on or before July 1.

Provides for End of War.
"Our requirements are great and 

every effort made now is an effort not 
only necessary to enable us to carry 
on the war. but to enable us to main­
tain our financial pre-eminence after 
the war,” Mr. McKenna continued. "He 
who subscribes now is doing an act of 
mercy both to himself and to his coun­
try. He who subscribes now ana saves 
in order to subscribe will be able to 
bear the strain after the war is over 
and will l<e thankful for the efforts 
made to help himself. But still dearer 
to him must be the knowledge that 
every aid he gives himself is multiplied 
for his country, and his country

Cruiser and Many Other Vessels Among 
Booty Taken at Monfalcone.

PARIS. June 21. — 11:10 p.m. — 
The booty taken by the Italians in 
the capture of Monfalcone Is worth 
several hundred millions of francs, 
according to a special dispatch re­
ceived here from Rome. Included 
In the booty are 'two super- 
dreadnoughts, and one cruiser 
under construction. eleven mer­
chant steamships, twenty-four sail­
ing ships, thirty autoboats, five 
aeroplanes, and a large stock of 
torpedoes, mines and ammunition, 
and • hree cannon.

It is stated that the warships can 
be completed in a few months, and 
that they then wlU be taken to Caa- 
telmare or Genoa.

MAJOR LUMSDEN
OF- FLYING CORPS

KILLED BY FALL

PARIS, June 21.—5:30 p.m. — The 
negotiations between Roum&nla and 
the Allies looking toward Roumania's 
entrance upon the war appear to be 
near a conclusion. Russia’s opposition 
to Roumania’s possession of Czemow- 
ltz, capital of Bukowina, In case of 
the success of the triple entente allies 
according to the news reaching Paris, 
virtually has been abandoned and but 
one difficulty remains. That is Ser- 
via's desire to possess the narrow tri­
angle in Hungary, opposite Belgrade, 
including Pancsova, as a protection for 
the Servian capital.

On the other hand, Roumanla is said 
to claim that with Semlin in Servian 
hands, as has been proposed, Belgrade 
needs no artificial ultra-Danubian bul­
wark and insists on the Danube, Theiss, 
Maros and Pruth Rivers as her new 
frontiers in the existing Austro-Hun­
garian territory. Realizing the present 
difficulties of Russia and the value of 
immediate assistance by Roumania, it 
is said that Roumania is satisfied to 
await the result of the pressure of the 
Allies on Servia before she makes a 
move.

Roumania's situation is considered 
here as particularly strong in view 
of the admitted • arrangements with 
Bulgaria, under which Bulgaria would 
be bound to enter the war with Rou­
mania and operate against Constantin­
ople.

LONDON, June 22__8:10 a.m.—The
Petrograd correspondent of the 
Times says:

"The fall of Lemberg Is awaited 
here with calm resolve. Lemberg 
has been used by the Russians as a 
base for supplies and has not been 
placed in a posture for defence from 
the west.

“The Russian retirement from the 
Lemberg region will necessitate some 
readjustment of the Dniester front 
in favor of a. less vulnerable line. In 
view of the strength of the Russian 
positions on the Tanew front, no 
immediate development of the Aua- 
tro-German offensive Is anticipated 
in that quarter.

“Apart from the sentimental con­
siderations involved In the abandon­
ment of the Galician capital, there 
are legitimate grounds for congratu­
lations on the preservation of the 
Russian armies intact, with unim­
paired capacity to resume the initia­
tive when the psychological moment 
arrives.”

Engine of Aeroplane Goes Wrong at 
Height of 200 Feet.

LONDON, June 21.-6:43 p.m.—Major 
Lumsden of the Royal Army Flying 
Corps, was killed this afternoon while 
flying over the Brooklands aviation 
course.

Major Harry T. Lumsden was making 
a flight as a passenger on a trial test. 
The aeroplane had reached an altitude of 
200 feet when the engine went wrong 
and the machine dived earthwards and 
was smashed. Major Lumsden was so 
badly injured that he died In a few 
hours, but the injuries to the pilot were 
not serious.

Monday will see many, many children 
sitting down to grapple with the en­
trance examination. Some are writing 
for the first time, some the second, and 
many more for the third time.

The question Is often asked: Why the 
trembling hand and pale, nervous faces 
of those who are writing the third time 
and the careless, spirited appearance of 
many of the first timers? The explan­
ation is that many failures cause ner­
vous children.

Is it not possible that examiners are 
too rigid and make no allowances for 
these cases? Many a child's course in 
life is entirely defeated by three marks 
of a failure. There are many cases 
where third and even fourth attempts 
have resulted (I firmly believe through 
nervousness) in failures of the few 
marks.

I have seen young girls almost baffled 
and In their own minds disgraced for Hfe 
because of such failures.

Why not give them a chance? I realize 
as an educationist that there must be 
a standard, but there Is no reasonable 
law that will not admit of a little leni­
ency especially for our girls. Many good 
students I know are defeated in the out­
set from sheer nervousness, and instead 
of passing on for further1 education, stop 
right where that entrance examination 
shuts them off. Is it fair that five or 
even ten marks should shut our girls 
out of many useful positions, of which 
there is so much need at this present 
day, while the boy of no better standing 
but’ with nerves like Iron, passes on in 
triumph?
