Certain Subjects.
In addition to the successful candi­

dates whose names appear herewith, 
other candidates are entitled to standing 
on certain subjects of the middle school 
normal entrance examination or partial 
matriculation standing, or both, as the 
case may be. In the case of the middle 
school entrance examination candidates 
may be given credit for all but one 
subject under the old regulations, which 
allow one subject to be carried over 
as a supplement examination, or they 
may have credit for one or more sub­
jects under the new regulations, which 
allow credit for each subject upon which 
50 per cent is obtained. In the case of 
the pass junior matriculation examina­
tion, candidates may be awarded partial 
matriculation standing on eight, nine, 
ten, or eleven papers, as the case may 
be. In order to complete their standing, 
they require to re-write the remaining 
papers and obtain the standard indicated 
or their certificates Futhermore, 
other candidates for matriculation may 
have credit for one up to eleven papers 
under the new regulations, which allow 
credit for each paper upon which 50 
per cent is obtained. Since the new 
regulations add considerably to the 
number of candidates receiving partial, 
credit, it is not practicable this year to 
publish any except those candidates ob­
taining complete middle school normal 
entrance or pass junior matriculation 
standing. This necessary decision will 
also eliminate the names of those can- 
didates matriculating into the faculty of 
Applied science. In the case of the latter 
candidates, however, their honor stand- 
‘ing will be found in the honor ma- 
triculation results as published on the 
1st inst

Partial Standing.
The partial standing awarded on all 

subjects of the middle school normal 
entrance or pass junior matriculation 
examination will be clearly indicated 
on the schedule of the official certifi­
cates or statements of marks which are 
being mailed to the principal, to whom 
all candidates are referred for informa­
tion. The certificates and statements 
of the candidates who wrote at the 
"University of Toronto will be sent to 
the registrar of that institution and the 
candidates concerned should apply to 
him for the reports in detail.

The answer papers of each candidate 
for middle school normal entrance or 
complete or partial matriculation stand­
ing, whose marks would appear to justi­
fy an appeal have been already re-read 
by the appeal examiners. Where such a 
candidate has still failed, the statement 
of marks will be stamped as re-read 
and no further appeal will be allowed. 
In all other cases of failure, appeals 
will not be refused if submitted before 
September 1. and accompanied by the 
fee of $2. If made after September 1, 
the fee is $5.

Supplemental Exams.
All candidates who failed on the 

June middle school and pass junior 
matriculation examination, in whole or 
In part, are eligible to become candi­
dates at the supplemental examination 
beginning on Tuesday, September 6. All 
such are informed that forms of appli- 
cation, time-tables, and full information 
may1 be obtained from the registrar 
and secretary. University Matriculation 
Board, Parliament Buildings, Toronto. 
Application to write on the supplemen­
tal examination must be received not 
later than September 1, accompanied 
by the prescribed fee. An additional 
fee of $1 will be charged in the case 
of an application received after the 
date prescribed.
