PRIZES AND AWARDS TO BE PRESENTED

By an unaccountable error, Mr. Burns 
was given in a previous announce­
ment as Mr. George Burns, instead 
of Mr. Robert Burns.

After the champions are decided, 
the presentation of The Advertiser’s 
prises will follow.

The 
forty girls and boys who are spelling 
are asked to be on hand at a quarter 
to eight and to gather in the gunroom 
behind the patform at the east end 
of the Armories, where they may wait 
comfortably for each match to begin.

The Advertiser extends a cordial 
invitation to parents, teachers, 
friends, and everybody.

Tonight in the Armories at 8 
o’clock sharp, the finals of The Ad­
vertiser’s city spelling match begin.

Forty spellers are left from the 
four thousand who began the match 
a month, ago. These forty are the 
best spellers in the city. They have 
been gradually selected in three stiff 
tests, first in their own schools, then 
by groups, then from the whole city. 
Ten belong to Grade V., ten to Grade 
VI., ten to Grade VII. and ten to, 
Grade VIII., and tonight each ten will 
face one another in a final battle to 
find the individual champion of cham­
pions in each of the four grades.

W hen the smoke blows away, four 
spellers will remain. They will be 
London’s best spellers in Grades V., 
VL, VII. and VIII.

The final match tonight, or rather 
the four final matches, will be oral. 
The ten spellers in each match will 
be lined up on the platform in the 
old-fashioned way, and the judges 
will give out words to spell, going 
down the line, one word to a speller. 
If a speller makes a mistake he or 
she must drop out. This continues/ 
until only one of ten remains—the 
champion.

WANT TROOPS HALTED.

This message of despair came this 
afternoon from J. B. Powell, Ameri­
can newspaper man. captive with 
other foreigners, in the camp of 
Shantung bandits who wrecked and 
looted the Shanghai-Pekin express 
Sunday morning and carried off its 
foreign passengers. 1

The cry from the hills to which 
the brigands, now closely pressed by 
government troops, have withdrawn, 
caused consternation here. Grave 
fears are felt for the safety of the 
undetermined unmber of foreigners 
stilll held.

The despairing message from1 
Powell which was sent from the 
bandit camp today, has stirred grow­
ing anger among foreigners against 
what arc felt to be insufficient 
measures for protection and release 
of the captives now believed to be 
in deadly peril, the despairing mes­
sage from Powell heightened this 
feeling.

EXPECTS RELEASE.
Shanghai, May 11.—United States 

Minister Schurman, who arrived 
here with fits wife and niece at mid- 
night. announced that ho expected 
hourly to hear that the Suchow train 
bandits had released all of their 
captives.

The most important factor in ob­
taining the release of the prisoners, 
Mr. Schurman said, was the with- 
drawal of the government troops 
which had pursued the brigands to 
their stronghold. This was now be­
ing carried out, he said, to such an 
extent that negotiations with the 
bandits could proceed.

“The Chinese authorities in my 
opinion, are doing everything pos­
sible,," said Mr. Schurman. “The 
employment of foreign military 
forces had not been considered."

In taking this position, he was 
strongly supported by the Italian So­
cialists and Communists. The Na­
tionalist group, which had not then 
been strengthened by the Fascisti or­
ganization, maintained that Vorov­
sky’s position did not entitle him to 
diplomatic privilege.

The cabinet then in power ordered

Vorovsky was known here as a 
member of Former Minister Tchitch- 
erin’s school of "mild Bolshevism," 
and after living here a while his 
views became still more moderate.

PREPARE TO DEPART.

London, May 11.—The official rep­

resentatives of the Bolshevist Gov­
ernment in London are making ready 
for a hasty departure should Moscow 
fail to comply with the terms laid 
down in Lord Curzon’s note. In vir­
tually all quarters the belief is firmly 
held that the trade agreement of 1921 
must go overboard, no matter how 
hard hit may be some British manu- 
facturers or financiers who have 
money for Russian trade.

At its best, the trade agreement 
has been a flimsy affair, affecting 
only the most transient of commercial 

connections, hastily constructed to 
meet an emergency, but now definite­
ly proved a failure.

Lord Curzon's ultimatum lias 
aroused intense anger among the 
members of the Labor party in the 
House of Commons, as well as among 
Liberals, who feel that every method 
of negotiation and compromise should 
be exhausted before again breaking 
off relations.

Personal Attacks.
Those opposed to Curzon vent their 

anger in personal attacks on the act­
ing prime minister, charging him 
with the leadership of the rockbound 
Conservatives, who have long had 
the ambition to take the final fling at 
breaking the Soviets.

These attacks have proved .ex­
tremely weak in the face of Lord 
Curzon's infallible reasoning and his 
courageous determination to make the 
Soviets respect international law and 
private property.

The Manchester Guardian, the 
chief organ of the Liberal opposition

ELL-KNOWN 1ERto Curzon, rebukes him mildly for 
the harsh language used in the note 
sent to Moscow, and tries to build up 
a case of leniency towards the 
Soviets, but ends finally with the ad­
mission that the foreign secretary is 
acting well within his rights.

Outrageous Attacks.
No amount of arguing can tear 

down the facts set forth regarding the 
outrageous attacks on the White Sea. 
Fishermen are continually harassed 
by Bolshevist gunboats, robbed of 
their catches and forced to deliver 
their vessels to the Soviet Govern­
ment.

Should a break in relations occur, 
as everyone expects, the first war­
like moves will occur in the White 
Sea, where British destroyers are 
now operating, but are held in re­
straint by what formal bonds still tie 
Britain and Russia. When these bonds 
are severed, some exciting brushes 
may occur between the raiding Bol­
shevist cutters and the British fishery 
guardians.

Hull fishermen appealed today, 
through their representatives in the 
House of Commons, for Instant action 
against Russia for the capture of the 
trawler Lord Astor in the White Sea.

Coming at this juncture, the Bol­
shevist interference only adds 
strength to Curzons case. The time

fund. The former colonial secretary, 
in - a thoroughly genial mood, and 
amidst roars of laughter, spoke of 
the accession in recent years to the 
peerage from the ranks of newspaper 
owners. "It is right," Mr. Churchill 
said, "that persons who take the re­
sponsibility and have the means of 
guiding public opinion from hour to 
hour by machinery should also pre­
sent themselves in their proper place 
in the flesh in the assembly where 
they can vindicate their opinions to 
their peers.".

This was a humorpus reference to 
the fact that newspaper peers are 
scarcely ever known to speak in the. 
upper chamber.

Discussing the House of Commons, 
Mr. Churchill solemnly spoke of the 
very serious loss it had suffered in 
the last general election. He was one 
of the defeated candidates. Smilingly 
touching on his favorite present day 
topic, the menace of socialism, he 
said: “If the worst came to the wo. st 
I say frankly if 1 had to choose be­
tween the government of Lenine and 
the government of Mussolini—well, I 
should choose the government of 
Bonar Law. I hope and believe, how­
ever, it will never come to that.”

Lord Willoughby de» Broke re­
marked: “Society seems now to be 
divided into two classes, those who 
are moving heaven and earth to get 
their names into the papers and those 
who are moving heaven and earth 
to keep their names out. The honor­
able gentleman who spoke before me 
and your humble servant belong en­
tirely to the latter class."
