May 13.—A gloomy pic­
ture of conditions in England is 
drawn by Sir Alfred Yarrow, head of 
Yarrow & Company, ship builders, 
who is in Montreal today. Sir Alfred 
declared that Germany can build as 
good ships as England, though few 
British shipping men would acknowl­
edge the fact, and that the cost of 
construction in Germany was about 
20 per cent, cheaper, because Ger­
mans worked more hours and accept­
ed less pay.
