Mr, Gladstone bhas been returned for
Midlothian, but by only about 760 major-
ity. At tie last election he had no opposl-
tion.

NOTES FROM THE LIBERAL STRONGHOLD.

The New York Times’ London special
says: Of pive results from yesterday’s
fifty-three pollicgs returned last right the
Liberals only scored a net gain of one.
They expected three. It is quite possible
that the results learned to-day may show
sweeping gairs, but it is undeniavle that
Scotland has cast a damper on Liberal ex-
pectations. The returns now io-
dicate that the Gladstonians may
have about 45 majority in the
new Houee. The results comtinue to
show that the Paruellites are an unimpor-
tant minoritv. The-most interesting fea-
ture of the lrish eleciions coutinues to be

the apnih'lation of Lib.-Uvionists. Thus
far thirtesn men who were el:cted as Lib-
erals in'1885 ard voted against Gladstone
in 1886 have been turned vut of their seats.
Some ascribe the Liberal disappointmen's
in Scotland to the risu'ts of the Ulster
demonstration; others attribute it to the
labor agitstion, to the abnormal activity
of publicans and brewers, or to the wrong-
headedness of the Libeial official organi-
zglion. Whatev. r the causs may be, the
Libeinl party will bave to fied it out ard
eform it before it can contidently ester
g(o)n its big tighy with the House of Lords
SALISBUKRY'S ALLEGED PROGRAMME.

Since Lord Salisbury’s return from
‘Windsor, the Cariton Club has appesret
to have received informati:n that the Gov-
eroment will remain in office until it is
defeaied on a party division. Lord Salis-
bury wiil ueet Pailiament wiih the Queern’s
Speech, dccaring his policy, and invitieg
an attack. Ob a division following debate
to an amendment to the address,
the Government will be defeated and the
Cabinet will resign. Lord 3alisbury there-
upon wiil recommend to the Queern that
she send for Mr, Gladstone. Prominent
Radicals in the Nitional Liberat Ciub are
discussing what ofr. Gladsione cught to
do. They favored postponing the Home
Rule Bill for a year and to opea the ses-
sion of Parliament with the lib r #nd
rural reform programme.

THE NARROW MAJORITY QUESTION,

In view of the discussion going on as to
the propriety of ruling by narrow wajori-
jes, it is useful to recall a speech made by
r. Gladstone in the House of Commons
in 1882, In the course of the debate on the
new cloture rules he said : —‘‘There is only
one sound principle for the government of
this Housz, nameiy, that the majority shall
revail, The whole of our proceed-
ngs have been founded on tais
principle in the pest, and mark what
important consequecces to the Empire
have resulted therefrom. A majority of
five overthrew the Governmeat of Lord
Melbourne in 1839; a majority of five over-
threw Lord Russell's Governmeont in 1866,
a majority of three ov:rthrew the Govern-
ment { had the honor t» head in 1873, a
majority of two brought in the Public
Education Act of 1870, & mijori'y of one
overthrew the Government. of Lord Mel-
bourne in 1841, or at least caused it to dis-
solve; a majority of one carried the Reform
Bill of 1832; a majority of one carried the
Ao of Union in 1799, one of the most im-
por.ant, most extensive and mest remark-
able chauges ever achieved by a legislative
body.” olding thes: views, it i3 evident
that Mr. Gladstone will pay scant courtesy
to the Conservative arguments on the other
side of the question.

Further Particulars of the Disaster on
Lake Peoria--16 Missing.

Peoria, I11., July 18.—Up to 2 o’clock
this morning rine bodies had been recov-
cered from the wieck of the Frankie Fol-
som, and search continues. The list of
casualties so far is as follows: - Mrs, Frank
Fisher and daughter Cora, Mrs. Heory
Durdicker, John Ahreedes, Miss Corey,
Mrs. M. Williz, Maude Ford and two un-
identified- -one a map and the other a
woman. It is believed six more bodizs
will be fouud. Capt. Loezch, master of
the boat, says a party of zbout 40 from
Pe«in went to see Pain’s-Last Days of
Pomp:ii After the ex.ibition was over
they pu'led out, and when in the middl:
of the river the storm struck them with
great fury. The csptain a'temoted to
he:d the steamer toward the shore, and
a: he did so a terriic gust of wind
siruck the craft and keeled it over in
19 feet of water.

A DEFAULTING TREASURER.

The O0ld Story of Improper Speccula-
tion=-A Fuand for Poor Soldiers
DPrawn Upon.

Detroit, July 13.—It was developed in a
meeting of the City Couucil last night
that Thomas P. Tuite, city treasurer for
two terms of two years each, who retired
on July 1st. is $21,865.82 short in his
sccounts Of this amount $9.105 belongs
to the Wayne County Soldiers’ Relief
Commission, which disburses $15,000
per year to poor soldiers. The commis-
sion’s cash is handled by the city
treasurcr. The news of Tuite’s shortage,
which was sprung through a report made
by his successor, acd confirmed by the
city controller, caused a great scnsation, as
Tuite has always been considered thorough-
ly honest. Tuite sank the cash taken in
the Tuite Rein Manufacturing Cempany,
an unsuccessful concern, which makes
gasoline stoves, heaters, fire-torches, etc.
He has turned what property he has left
over to his bondsmen. The city is secur-
ed by a $200,000 boud signed by thorough-
ly responsible men.

THE HOMESTEAD TROUBLE.

A Londoner’s Relatives Among the
vL.ocked-out Men=Sergt. McGuire
Talks About the Town,

Sergt. McGuire. of the city police force,
bas a brother and pephew at Home
¢tead, who are included among the
five thousard locked-out steel werk-
ers Annther nephe¥ met a horrible
death while working about the molten
metal at the steel mills only last year. The
Serzeant has frequently vi-ited Howestead,
and some years ago workcd at Port Perry,
across the river from Carnegie’s works,
and is, consequently, well acquainted with
the scene of the great and bloody struggle
between capital and labor. Homestead, he
described to a reporter, is very muck as one
micht suppose when the fact is stated tbat
the town sprang up all at once, tha
is, did not grow up by easy stages
after the manner of most townz. Its sud
den snringing in'e life is accounted for by
the erection of the great steel mills on what
was then & comparative wilderness, with
a shallow stream of water in
front, and to the rear a very hilly ooun-
try. Workmen flocked to the place, and
almost in a twinkling Homestead was a
reality and a buzz of industry. A major-
ity of the bomss of the people there are
frame, a story and a half or two stories
high. The Carnegie Company have erected
large frame boarding-houses, which are
nearly always filled, many of their em-
ployes being single men. }i‘he wages 8re
paid out every two weeks, the pay-roll
running up to $80,000 sometimes. La-
borers receive $1.75 per day, and
skilled mechanics are paid as much
as $10 per day. The work they
have to perform is exceedingly trying,
more pariicularly in the smelting dep 1t-
ments. The laborers are mostly all Hun-
garians and Poles, ard are regarded with
a good deal of contemp! by their fellow-
werkmen, but withal are not bad
fellows, as was shown by the way
they did the fighting against the Pink-
ertons, They will do almost aonything
for a little coaxing. Sergt. McGuire thinks
the reason the cannon used by the men
against the Pimkertons was not more ef-
fective was because they could not aim
directly at the hull of the barge on account
of the comparatively high banks of the
stream. he river is about twice
the width of the Thames, and
would be very shallow svere it not maide
navigable by thedams, All the vegetables
used “in the place have to Dbe
imported, the ground there not be-
ing tillablee. The Amalgamated Steel
Workers! Association is a very strong or-
ganization, and Sergeant McGuire inclines
to tbe opinion that the men will come out
ahead if the mills are ever to start acaiv.
Their all is at stake, in most cases, as their
homes are their own,and could not be sold,
