Ottawa, June 19.—A digest of the 

Privy Council judgment in the Point 
Ellice bridge suits was received here to­
day. The Lord Chancellors in deliver­
ing the judgments of their Lordships, 
said:

The first question which arises is 
what was the cause of the accident? 
It resulted, they thought, from the break­
ing down of the bridge from its internal 
defects, coupled with the fact of a tram 
car running over it at a part where, 
from natural dec;v. or other circum­
stances, the bridge had become incap­
able of sustaining the weight.

The next point was whether those re­
sponsible for the condition of the bridge 
had been guilty of neglect which led to 
the accident. Some questions had been 
raised as to the sufficiency of the evi- 

; dence to establish the responsibility of 
any one, but it was right to say that 
there was evidence adduced on both 
sides of the condition of the bridge and 
the circumstances of the accident. The 
jury had had before them the question 
whether the approximate cause of the 
accident was decay of a particular beam, 
and their lordships thought there was 
evidence from which the jury might 
fairly arrive at a conclusion, and that 
there was no ground for disturbing their 
conclusion.
