KEEPORTERS.

—

The Baths—The Children's Hospital—Dan-
ger of Small Boats—Isiand Flunkyism
Ete.

Two World roporters visited the Island

on Saturday, at the same time prosccuting

their business and enjoying the invigorat-
iog sea breezes. They proceeded, the one
by the west, the other by the east point,
and like Moses Oates and the Editor they
met exactly at Mead’s hotel, where they
were refreshed, after much walking, with
summer drinks, Below are some of the
things which impressed them :

THE DANGER OF SMALL BOATS,

On interviewing a ferry captain, the
World’s reporter learned that up to date
this year some thirteen persons have been
drowned in the bay, Of these eight or
nine lost their lives by the upsetting of
row-boats, Last year the Luella rescued
thirteen persons who had been upset from
bay skiffs and the Prowett Beyer fourteen.
Now that the government have regulated
the capacity and equipment of steam-pro-
pelled vessels, it seems as if it would be
wise to take some precautions against this
other prolific source of danger, The skiffs
that are hired at our boathouses have neither
keel, nor centre board, and in the hands
of the inexperienced they are very liable to
upset when struck by a equall. The sad
drowning accident of Friday last is a proof
of the fact. Should not boat ewners be
compelled to build their boats safer and
more suitable for the conditions to which
they are subject ?

A DEATH-TRAP FOR CHILDREN,

The present condition of the old filtering
basin is a subject of ccnsiderable concern to
the islanders, especially to those of them
who have children. The basin has all the
necessary attractions for alluring children
to wade out in their bare legs, while it
possesses the very finest facilities for getting
them into deep water before they know
where they are,. Three children have al-
ready been sacrificed this year in this lo-
cality. A trio of alderman recently paid an
official visit to the place and said it would
take between two and three thousand dol-
lars to fill up the basin., The estimate of
Commissioner Coatsworth, who places the
probable cost at $1000, seems to be more
like the figure. An old time islander says
the former figures are only put forward as
a blind to scare the council from touchin
the matter at all, He says he himself wi
undertake to fill up the basin for $1000.
However, until a number of other children
have been sacrificed it is not at all likely
the council will take action,

THE NEW SIDEWALK,

The new sidewalk along the west shore
of the Island has been laid trom Hanlan’s
to Gray's. It is six feet wide, and being
laid on a level surface it forms au inviting
promenade, On Saturday a large number
of people visited the west point and one
circumstance which proved agreeable to all
was the fact of their being able to walk
along three or four deep without being con-
tinually elbowed and jostled off the side-
walk, as was the case when the former
walk existed. "It is to be hoped a six foot
walk will soon be laid right along the lake
shore from Hanlan's to the eastern gap.

THE LAKESIDE HOSPITAL,

Yesterday morning while passing the
Lakeside home for childrep, the reporter’s
ears were assailed with the music of an
organ and children’s voices, from which he
understood aSunday service was in progress,
In the dining-room two volunteer nurses,
dressed 1n official caps and aprons, were
seated with the children who were thus
spending Sunday morning. One of the
young ladies presided at the harmonium.
The other one in due course was to make a
few remarks in lieu of a regular sermon,

THE AQUATIC YOUNG MAN,

The typical young man who summers on
the Island now wears all kind of ssthetic
and unmsthetiz garments, His shirts have
very baggy sleaves, or they have no sleaves
at all, His stockings are ringed or striped,
or otherwise fancifully adorned, and they
betcken as careful selection as that exhibit-
ed by an actress when she wants to make
an impression on the stage. The style dis-
played in knickerbockers is varied. Pure
white and pute black are the predominating
styles, but the young mau who was most
admired oo Saturday was dressed in knee
breeches made of pronounced Dolly Varden
print,

TOO MUCH BATH, TOO LITTLE SWIM,

Those Wiman baths, in more respects
than one, are turning out to bhe a rather
doubtful b'essing. They are so constructed
a3 to be of little use to any but those who
caonot swim, Children patronize them
largeiy; bui the available sjace for bathin
is 8o small and so expeced that ladies nvoig
the publicity of using thew ; and as for
male swimmers, who enjoy a robus: pluoge
and revel in deep water, they are a periect
fraud, The swimmer is excluded trom the
lake side by the pile driving which is going
on there; if he ventured to take a header
anywhere aboat the baths, he would sad-
denly wake up to find himself sticking
heels upward i the sand ; or, should he
musicr face enough to jamp from the end
of the wharf, zoi : 0ld da ne, whose prudish
ayes would be shocked at the sight of his
ughte, would ferthwith write an indignant
letter to the press. Tuus are swimmer
hedged about on all sides; and the baths,
instead of being an incentive, are a positive
obstacle to the health-giving exercise they
were designed to promote, Their construec.
tion has led to the prohibition of bathing
in puris natwralibus—ihe most delighttul
kind of bathing—in any part of the Island.
The result is that hundreds of young men
in the city are for the first time passing
through a summer without knowing their
wonted luxury of a swim. Hew . differenc
were things on the Island | wo or three years
ago! Then the very point on which the
Wiman baths now stand was every after-
noon the scene of a regular Latatory tourna-
ment. The beach was fairly alive with
naked swimmers, who now played leap frog
in the water, swam races, dived and p unged
about like a school of dolphine, ui.d then
rolled in the sand, chased each other about
the beach, or indulged in Dio Lewis’ ex-
quisite panacea of & suoruath in true
\rcadian simplicity. At one or two other
pv it on the lsland there were eaclosures
pruvided where the same luxury could be
enjiyed. But these have had togive way
berore the encroaching private dwellings,
and the precise, proper, prudish, well-
dressed ideas iustituted with the Wiman
baths; and there is no longer any place on
the Island ior our young men to have a
swim, Hereafter they must go through
life properly dressed and unwashed, Our
city fathers ought to give their attention to
this matter, It 18 a crying shame that,
with so much water about Toronto, the faci-
lities afforded to swimmers are growing less
instead of greater,  Surely there might be
one or two ‘euclosures built om the lake
shore of the Island where swimmers could
o and enjoy not merely a bath, but a good,
robust, health-giving swim,

flourishing ¢ondition, At home, according

of between 15,000 and 16,000 mep, which

Crime
is on the increase; cases of violence to
superiors and insubordination have increased
since 1872 by 57 per cent. in the army at
home, and by 67 per cent, in the army
