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Dynamite Plots Before.

A few weeks ago there appeared in the
New York Times a review of dynamite
attempts against Great Britain during
years past, in fact sincs dynamite explo-
sions began to be noticed in connection
with matters political. It gave suche
string of information as coald scarcely
have come from any other than official
sources, and it presented in a strong light
the responsibility of the Uuited States for
dynamite deeds done in Great Britain.

The theory advanced is that the common
practice of considering each successful
dynamite attempt by itself is all at fault.
The successive explosions, or attempts at
explosion, must be considered as a series,
and then a cersain connection and progress
will appear. The series may be assumed
to begin with the attempt upon the Liver-
pool town hall in June, 1881, * Documente
fourid upon men arrested then showed con-
pection with O'Donovan Rossa., July.
1881, two vessels sailed from Boston, hav-
