Epworth League Convention
The twentieth annual convention of 

tjie Strathroy District Epworth Leagues 
was held on Wednesday and Thursday, 
October 7th and 8th, 1914, in Strathroy, 
and Strathroy Methodism opened their 
hearts and homes to the most successful

address on MMe study. He explained I 
the need of it and1 then the development 
of mind and aoiritaal life resulting' there­
from, and, above all, the soul-fining in­
terest cf its passages viewed from the 
petma of tessory, cZ poetry, or prophecy, 
or 29 a law-giver. The New Testament 
was outlined aa furnishing the greatest 
Jijfjf stories ever published and well worth 
study aa books ot recreational reading,

Rxv. A- I. Brown, of Alvinaton, in 
speaking on some pros and cons in social 
and literary department work, laid, before j 
the Leaguers the opportunities of this 
department to magnify its office and to 
utilize its sphere of influence in develop­
ing the members of the Leagues. Each 
of us is only the resul t of what we have j 
done or seen,, or what we have said, there- ; 
fore it is the duty and privilege of this * 
section ot the Society to bring forward j 
the importance of books and of reading 1 
and of thinking- No man can come to 1 
greatness without thinking. Efficiency 
and co-operation are words that always 
spell success.

The reports of last years executive 
officers were called for and presented, 
showing very faithful work indeed 
throughout the year. These reports 
showed a marked degree of progress in 
drawing the Leagues into closer co-oper­
ation, and taken altogether, they gave 
a very optimistic tone to the year's work.

Following this the Business Committee 
was elected, the results being as follows 
G. W. Thompson, Petrolea ; Rev. A. E. 
Jones. Strathroy : Miss E. Pressey, Ar­
kona : Mias M. Waugh, Watford ; Rev. 
J. A. Agnew, Mt. Brydges.

A Committee of Award was also elect­
ed, the members being Rev. A. S. White­
hall, Oil Springs; Mr. W, Cowan, Strath­
roy ; Miss Pauline Battery, Strathroy ; 
Rev. A. V. Walden, Cairngorm, and Mrs. 
Mitchell, Mt. Brydges.

By motion of the Convention a new 
officer was added to the Executive Com­
mittee for the coming year, whose duties 
will be to correspond with the summer 
school and to bring the district local 
leagues into closer touch with the sum­
mer school work.

The afternoon work was presided over : 
by Rev. H. J. Fair, of Arkona, and after 
the opening exercises the roll call of J 
leagues was proceeded with, after which 1 
Rev. A. E, Jones, of Strathroy, gave an 
address 00 Citizenship, the latest depart­
ment to be added to Epworth League 
activity. He first drew from the dele­
gates the various fields of work coming 
under this department, and then enlarg­
ing upon these outlined yery clearly the 
large opportunities tor service that are 
open to members of this part of the local 
leagues, patriotism, municipal politics, 
temperance, moral reform and athletics. 
The life and ideals of Jesus Christ should 
so permeate all Christian lands as to 
make a war such as is how going on in 
Europe to be impossible. Proceeding, 
the speaker said “It is surely foreign 
to the thought of any Epworth Leaguer 
that any man should sell his vote.” A 
young man should look forward to the 
time when hé shall attain his majority 
and be able to place on record his views 
and aspirations regarding the political 
life of the community or of the nation. 
“I hope the day is past when a young 
man will vote Conservative or Reform 
because his father or his grandfather 
voted that way.” Any young man has 
the oportunity and the obligation to form 
his own opinions and anyone who does 
not do so is a mere machine and opens 
up the way for the purchase of voters.

The Junior League work was next 
taken up by Mrs. E. Noxell, of Chatham. 
In her usual thorough way Mrs. Noxell 
developed the subject and left no doubt 
in the minds of any of her hearers that 
there Was need of a junior society at each 
of the appointments of the district. This 
was made very clear when the matter 
came to discussion. The only question 
raised was that of the ability of local 
leaders carrying on the work under the 
various difficulties that presented them­
selves. Difficulties, however, are merely 
placed before us that they may stimulate 
us to further efforts. Let us this year 
see more determined efforts on the part 
of the local officers and members that we 
may be able to report further progress at 
the next convention.

The evening session opened with Rev. 
A. E. Jones in the chair, and after the 
opening song service in charge of Rev. 

‘H. F. Kennedy, of Warwick, the Busi­

er. A. P. McKenzie, M.A., of Japs* 
followed with a clear, inspiring add rta» 
on m-iqninrt.q As hi» addresa was acc cm— 
panied with. lantern views of Japan and. 
her people the interest was very marked, 
and while his address was entertaining: 
ni the highest degree he impressed all 
present with the gravity of the crisis nmr 
existing in eastern, lands. With, the 
marvellous advance that new ideas are 

by the Japanese and the 
progress the people are making 

toward western civilization, there is great: 
need that the Gospel should reach them 
without further delay.

Thursday morning., in the absence of 
the new president. Rev. A. V, W a Idea 
occupied the chair, and, after the open­
ing prayer service, Rev. F. G. Robinson, 
of Watford, addressed the Leaguers on 
“The Power ot the Holy Ghost,” and the 
memory of this addresa will live long in 
the hearts and lives of those present. He 
dwelt particularly on the power of the 
Holy Spirit working through the lives of 
his followers and especially in connection 
with Epworth League work ami workers. 
“Surely we Leaguers will endeavor to get- 
in touch with the Holy Spirit that He 
may use ns individually and collectively 
for the bringing in of the Kingdom of 
our Lord and Saviour.”

Rev. F. L- Farewell in the closing ad­
dress of the Convention speaking on

Evangelism” describing it aa meaning 
“I, seeking to win” my associates, my 
friends, my Scqnaintances, for Christ, 
Our consecration is as our attitude. Each 
is responsible : Pastor, Epworth League- 
officer, each active member. There is a 
challenge to each of you to make a seri­
ous and determined effort to help in the 
conducting of a week's campaign or 
more of evangelism among • our young 
people. The speaker dwelt on the equip­
ment : 1st, my right relationship to 
Christ, my Saviour and Lord ; 2nd, sym­
pathy and love for others ; 3rd, a know­
ledge of human nature ; 4th, a willing­
ness to do ; 5th, faith in God.

The one great purpose in life is “To 
bring in the Kingdom of my Lord and 
Saviour.”

The volunteer service coming immedi­
ately after this address was the means 
under God’s blessing of crystallizing the 
thought and desires of the Leaguers into 
resolutions and the District officers look 
fora very successful year coming.

The sacramental service administered 
by Rev. A. E. Jones brought the con­
vention to a close and the young people 
of the district on leaving carry new 
aspirations and hopes and determination, 
to their local societies.
